B. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY
Part (a): CRITERION SUMMARY
CRITERION I: CURRICULAR ASPECTS
It reflects the diversity of the disciplines that make up our college community, the innumerable instructive philosophies we bring to the classroom each day and the strengths of our education and guidance. Framed by Panjab University, the college’s curriculum outlines degree courses at the undergraduate level in Humanities, Commerce and Computer Application and in Commerce at the Post-Graduate level.  All these courses reflect our own academic mission and philosophy. On completion of these courses, the students are able to analyze and appreciate works of philosophical, historical literary, aesthetic and cultural importance.  Due consideration is also given to attain knowledge of facts and proficiency development for higher studies, research, employability and entrepreneurship.  The faculty is vested with the primary responsibility for the development of new courses and programs and the revision of existing courses and programs. Faculty members initiate proposals for introduction of new courses/ programmes and revisions to existing courses and programmes by participating in various workshops organized from time to time on curriculum development. Programmes like Personality Development programme, Web Designing and Soft Skills Programme etc. have been on the go.  The institution offers self-financed programs in B.C.A. which follows the same admission procedure as that of B.Com in terms of not only admission but also curriculum, fee structure, teacher qualification and salary. Not confined to conventional teaching method, the quality of learning is enhanced by encouraging students to participate in group discussion seminars, presentations etc. Internet facility is made available at the library, seminar halls, computer labs and teaching departments through Wi-Fi system. The curriculum tutors the students to respond subjectively as well as objectively to aesthetic and practical experiences so that they develop an understanding of the integrity of both emotional and intellectual responses and the same is done through knowledge given by reading of Journals, Periodicals etc. and also by field visits to quite a few places. For effective academic delivery, the faculty members continually modify the classroom environment in response to the needs of the students by making use of Interactive Boards, Computers and LCD Projectors. Feedback from students regarding overall effectiveness of a teacher in knowledge transmission is also obtained to ensure quality sustenance and augmentation of standard of instruction to be imparted in future.

CRITERION II: TEACHING, LEARNING AND EVALUATION
To provide more efficient system of teaching, learning and enrolment, the college ensures to provide wide publicity and transparency. It follows various methods like newspapers, college website, on-line browsing of Prospectus and display on Notice Board.  The process of admission includes both the centralized arrangement and on- the- spot admission of students. It is   completed on the basis of merit as per the instructions given by the Panjab University, Admission Committee and the Registration Branch of Panjab University. During the admissions, the college imparts full adherence to the norms for socially deprived and economically poor sections belonging to SC/ ST/OBC, Single-Girl Child, wards of Defence Personnel / Cancer Patients / Differently-abled etc. The college disseminates information in the streams of BA, BCA, BCom and MCom. At the onset of the academic session orientation is organized to acquaint the students with the college and its working. Various strategies like remedial classes, enrichment of coursework revision of previous papers etc. are adopted to augment the knowledge gap of those students who have either sought late admission, are weak in studies or have changed their subjects. Societies are constituted to sensitize its staff and students by organizing workshops, camps, awareness programmes, seminars, lectures, rallies, etc. Besides, on the basis of interactions, marks secured in previous exams, attendance, punctuality, the advanced learners are conferred with prizes to encourage them to participate in higher levels of skills. The students from the weaker sections and physically challenged category are provided equal opportunities by financial help, waiving off fees or providing books from book bank. Preparation of academic calendar, teaching plans evaluation blueprints containing detailed proposed activities of the each department-syllabus coverage test schedule, seminars, etc. are planned ahead to well organize the teaching, learning and evaluation process. Apart from the conduct of university and house exams, field trips, industrial visits, market surveys and lectures by the eminent scholars are immensely contributing to the teaching and learning process. The college has a brilliant, efficient and dedicated faculty of forty eight regular teachers. While twenty teachers have been working on contract basis, twenty more are invited to deliver the lectures as resource persons on daily basis. The entire faculty selected by various public service commissions and departmental selection boards, is trained enough to use the latest electronic equipments like smart boards, power point presentations, internet, LCD projectors, scanners. Laptops are issued to all the in-charges of departments for smooth transmission of information to the students and administration. To enrich the teachers further, the college encourages teachers to register for Ph.D. programmes, orientation courses, refresher courses, research projects of different levels, participation in externally conducted seminars, conferences and field works. Organizations like CSIR, UGC, ICSSR and Department of Science and Technology are contributing a lot to promote teacher development programs. The teachers are also assessed by the peer staff members and a confidential feedback questionnaire evaluated by the regular class students is practiced to get the positive and negative strengths of the teacher.  The students are also offered new programmes like IT courses, Personality Development, CV Writing, Vocational Training Programmes etc.  Academic, personal, psycho-social and career & guidance support is provided by different societies, tutorial groups and college counselling team. The Anti-Ragging Cell and the Anti-Sexual Harassment Committee of the college have remained proactive to provide immediate help to the aggrieved students. The college library contains about 39,035 books, reputed research journals and internet browsing facility for the positive growth of students. The institution monitors and ensures the achievement of learning outcomes by taking feedback from members of the Alumni Association, parents, senior citizens, retired colleagues, press correspondents etc.   

CRITERION III:    RESEARCH, CONSULTANCY AND EXTENSION
The ocean of human knowledge is vast and varied. Having been gifted with superior brain, humans have excelled in the pursuit of knowledge by exploring the hidden areas in any branch of knowledge through research. The institution intends to promote research, consultancy and extension for qualitative performance in the college. The proposal for establishing a research centre in the college is under process with the Panjab University, Chandigarh.  Efforts to promote the culture of research are being made by all the faculty members of the college. Any research project sanctioned by the UGC or any other agency to any of the faculty member gets full support by the institution. Most of the staff members possess a doctoral degree in their respective fields.There are 33Phd and 24 M Phil Holders amogest the faculty.The faculty has published 30 Papers at international level 123 in national journal, 41 books with ISSN No. and 9 without ISBN number have been published  There are major and minor research projects undertaken by the faculty members.  Conferences, seminars and workshops at the national and international level are arranged to imbibe research culture among the staff and the students. Students are also motivated for research and the students of M.Com are required to submit a research project under the able guidance of the Department of Commerce. The faculty involves students in their own research projects and sharpens their expertise in a specific area thereby fostering a spirit of discipline, independent thought, creativity and responsibility in them. Placement of students is also done in collaboration with various companies by organising Job Fests in the college. Though the college at present doesn’t have its research centre but the faculty members are capable and all the departments have their own expertise field in research. Number of eminent academician and scholars in different fields are invited for keynote address as an expert for technical sessions etc. Dr. Harjinder Singh, Associate Professor in Economics has presented Research Papers in America. Dr. Neelam Rani, Assistant Professor in Economics has presented Research Paper in China.
The institution has various types of equipments available in the laboratories of the Departments of Psychology, Geography and English; UGC Network Centre and library to assist the research scholars. The institution also publishes its Research Journal with ISSN number. A long list of publications at the national and international level goes to the credit of various faculty members. Some of the faculty members also enjoy awards bestowed by recognized institutions.  Recognition has also been given to faculty members by professional bodies at national and international level.

With regard to consultancy, the institution provides Training and Placement Cell for catering the need of the students. For extension activities, the institution promotes neighbourhood community network. NSS unit of the college and various societies established in the institution are big help for community outreach programmes. NCC, Anti-Sexual Harassment Committee and the Students’ Council are a big asset for service orientation and holistic development of the students. These extension activities enlighten the environment and imbibe academic learning experience, values and skills in the institution as a whole. The institution also invites solicit feedback from students, parents and alumni. 
Greater emphasis is laid on deep learning than on rote learning and memorization. An important ingredient for cultivating a campus culture marked by intellectual vitality and enriched student learning and personal development , research and consultancy and extension help to recruit, support and reward faculty members who are actively engaged in it. Research, consultancy and extension thus empower the institution to leap ahead of others.
CRITERION IV: INFRASTRUCTURE AND LEARNING RESOURCES
To create and enhance the infrastructure that facilitates effective teaching and learning, policies are framed according to the strength of students in different streams. As the college is a government institution its policies for growth and enhancement depend on policies and vision as envisaged by the UT Administration in synchrony with notifications issued by University Grants Commission and Punjab Service Rules. 

The  college was established in 1982 and shifted to its present premises in 1990 spread over 11 acres and gradually constructed over the years by the Chandigarh Administration resulting in excellent physical infrastructural facilities to support the teaching-learning process. 32 classrooms, 20 lecture theatres and 12 smart classrooms, spacious 700 seater auditorium, 50 seater seminar room and 200 seater multi-media hall are available where workshops, talks, seminars, lectures, meeting and screening of documents and documentaries and to hold functions like -Job Fest, Annual Prize Distribution, Convocation,  Seminars, Talks ,Youth Festival, Cultural Programmes etc are held .Well equipped laboratories, chambers for the faculty , with a separate block for administration and a central library constitute support facilities. The college also has nine fully furnished and equipped Labs in departments of - Bachelor of Computer Application, Defence Studies, Geography, Functional English, Psychology, Music Instrumental as well as Music Vocal which are fully equipped with computers, internet, projectors, touch boards, along with all the necessary tools needed for that particular subject.The college also has large Sports Ground, Health Center, Staff-room, Common room for girls, and a hygienic canteen for the students and staff. RO water purifiers and water dispensers are available in various offices, staff room, departments, library etc. There are separate neat, clean and hygienic washrooms for the staff and pupils with special arrangements for differently abled. A unique feature of the college is a herbal garden with more than 200 plants of 40 indigenous varieties.

The staff has been provided with laptops and access to Wi-Fi to disseminate knowledge to students. The upto date library helps the staff and the students of post-graduate and under-graduate classes to understand the value of research. The college has provided projectors, touch boards, internet and televisions to heighten the ways and means of effective teaching. 
In the field of extra-curricular activities the college provides large ,extensive and well maintained play grounds for  various  games like: Football, Cricket, Base ball, Kho-Kho, Shooting, Kabaddi, Athletic, Ball Badminton, Archery, Wrestling, Boxing, Table Tennis, Kick Boxing, Softball etc where  training and tournaments are regularly held, a multi-gym motivates students to be health conscious .
The N.S.S. is an integral part of the college has about 400 students on roll keeping  them  in synchrony with their social responsibilities and organizing activities  like – Tree plantation, AIDS Awareness Workshops, Blood Donation Camps, Cancer Awareness Programme, Pulse Polio Training , Medical camps and regularly sends students for National Camps 

The college has one unit each of Army and Naval wings in N.C.C aiming at training and facilitating the students to qualify for C certificate for direct recruitment in the armed forces participating in all the camps organized by ageis of N.C.C at various places to groom the leaders of tomorrow into disciplined and patriotic citizens. 

The college has always participated in Cultural Competition and performance that has come its way and have proved their mettle over and over again at the Zonal Youth and Heritage Festivals and Inter Zonal Level even excelling themselves at by representing Chandigarh for seven consecutive years at the National Youth Festival and won the 2nd and 3rd prize at the National Youth Festival held at Udaipur in January 2011 in Folk Dance and Traditional Song category.  

Personality Development Programme classes are regularly held in the college in collaboration with the Regional Institute of English, Chandigarh to help the students develop communication and soft skills. The College also holds competition coaching exams for Banks, U.G.C, and S.S.C. etc for career enhancement. To educationally expand further the college plans to start Post- Graduate and Under-Graduate classes in the Science stream. In the last four years, many spaces within the College have been Constructed  like the Science Block (three floors), Gymnasium, UGC Resource Center Principal’s Residence, Hostel on Campus –(plan and budget sanctioned and approved construction to start in the near future). Renovations are an ongoing process touching areas like the Principal Office, Departmental rooms, Smart classrooms and Administrative Block.

College does not have a hostel on the college premises, but tie ups arrangements have been made with various colleges i.e Government College of Education, Sector -20 and SCERT Sector- 32, Chandigarh to accommodate students in  dire need for hostels where they have complete access to all the facilities available in facilitated hostels like gymnasium, yoga center, Internet aided Computer access ,facilities for medical emergencies, library, recreational facilities, common room with audio-visual equipments, safe drinking water and 24 hours Security  as per rules of the facilitating college.


The College has many special units like IQAC,Grievance Redressal unit, Women’s Cell, Counseling and Career Guidance, PlacementUnit,Health Centre,Canteen,Recreational space for staff and students, Auditorium etc which are situated within the premises. They function under the supervision of the Principal, Dean, Vice-Principal, Advisory Committee and Senior Faculty members which form a chain of supervisory mechanisms to effectively handle all the problems of the Staff and Students resulting in a safe and improved environment.


The library is air-conditioned and computerized. Its area is divided into Work Station for self, Newspapers and magazine Section ,Circulation section, Reference section, Technical section, Individual Reading Room, Lounge area for browsing and relaxed reading, IT zone for accessing e-resources, with a total seating capacity of 200 readers and functions on all weekdays from 9am to 4pm. The library is well stocked with 39035 books and also subscribes to more than 30 e-Journals and 43 magazines. Efforts are being undertaken to avail National knowledge Network Connectivity. It organizes Orientation programmes, books exhibition, Library related competition e.g. Book/reference hunting, Collage making, slogan Writing, Essay Writing, Display Board-information regarding health career, spiritual issues in the form of a Wall Magazine. It also helps the students to search the database, locate books on shelf, maintains a Book bank facility andissues text books and materials to needy students.

In terms of computingfacilityavailablethere are a total of 185computers in use in the library, administrative block, UGC Resource Centre and different departments and 28 Laptops are issued to the faculty members by the institution. Smart class rooms enable on-line teaching to the students also collaborating with experts from different universities. The Chandigarh Administration has tied up with SPIC (Society for Promotion of IT in Chandigarh) to provide a Campus Solution Software enabling the students to apply for different courses, submission of assignments, posting student attendance and awards online  and access Power point presentations of the syllabus.  Fee collection was online this year in collaboration with E-Sampark Kendras of the Chandigarh Administration. For procurement, up gradation, deployment and maintenance of the computers sanctions are obtained by the respective department to fulfil their necessary requirements.

For constant maintenance and upkeep of the existing facilities resources are provide by the Chandigarh Administration with an internal monitoring mechanism ensured through the Nodal Officer, College Development Committee and caretaker. Periodic meetings are held with the Chief Engineer, Chief Architect and other concerned officials to ensure optimum utilization of budget allocated by the Chandigarh Administration for various activities. The institution utilizes the services of the Engineering Department (Electrical, Civil and Public Health Wings) for the maintenance of infrastructure.The calibration and other precision measures required for the equipment and instruments are taken care of by the Engineering Department. Some of the technicians of engineering department are stationed in the campus and their services are available round the clock. The sensitive equipments are installed at the proper places and the voltage fluctuation is taken care of by the use of UPS. A solar system of 210KWp has been provided by the CRST Department, under the aegis of Department of Science and Technology, Chandigarh Administration, Chandigarh. 
CRITERION V:   STUDENT SUPPORT AND PROGRESSION  
Post Graduate Government College, Sector 46 is dedicated to the overall and continuous development of each student. Quite a few attempts have been made to develop support that promotes the intellectual, personal and academic development of students from diverse backgrounds. It is believed that the students are likely to achieve academically when they are supported by colleges to make the correct programme choices, properly oriented to the college, supported academically and provided with opportunities to participate in extra-curricular activities. To facilitate the choice of programme the students wish to undertake, a Joint Prospectus (of all the government colleges of Chandigarh) that carries all the necessary information regarding infrastructure, faculty, courses, fee structure, placement opportunities etc. is published and uploaded on the college website every year. A well-structured orientation programme is conducted at the onset of the session for the new entrants. It acquaints them with the various offices that will provide assistance during their stay in the institution. 
On-course support is given to the students as they undertake their programme of studies. It includes mainly academic support, access to personal tutors, advice on health and opportunities for leadership (Students’ Council), sport and cultural development. Linkages with other institutions are established and the students are encouraged to participate in various National level and Inter-varsity level youth festivals and similar competitions. The institution has a wealth of eight different societies and participation in these societies trains them to boost their social development and personal growth.

The institution provides the needy, deserving and meritorious students financial-aid in the form of scholarships. The students from reserved categories and EWS are offered financial as well as non- financial aid in the form of fee concession, free stationery, text books, free remedial classes, coaching classes for competitive exams, reservation at the time of admission as per rules framed by the Chandigarh Administration. There is a special enabling unit to look after the needs of physically enabled students. Overseas students are supported and given special help by teachers to overcome language and environmental barriers.

Opportunities are provided to the students for their welfare and personality development. Their academic growth is taken care of. They are offered coaching classes for appearing in competitive exams such as NET/SLET, Civil Services, bank officers etc. Skill development programmes on Personality Development are also a part of the curriculum. ‘Slow Learners’ are given remedial classes after their usual teaching hours.  Students pursuing post-graduation in commerce stream are exposed to 45 days’ training programme with corporate sector and/or banks.

Though there is no mechanism in the institution to maintain the progression of the students to higher classes, however, 40% -50% of commerce graduates seek admission in the post- graduation. Special support is provided to these students who are at the risk of failure and drop out which includes remedial classes, parent teacher meet, assignments, counselling in tutorial groups etc.

Library activities unfold many dormant qualities of the students through its activities such as, organizing competitions on book hunting, essay writing, book jacket making, slogan writing and collage making etc. Library orientation programme is held annually for the new students in order to educate the freshers about important role of the library in widening their horizon and creating awareness about the value and importance of reading good books. Library has a healthy tradition of organizing book exhibition on all important local, national and international events with a motive to acquaint the students with relevance of updating their knowledge.

Exit support is provided to the students. The college has been proactive in developing strategic partnerships that have led to its graduates accessing sustainable employment or self-employment Information and guidance on higher education and further training opportunities; the identification of opportunities for job placements; entrepreneurial skills development opportunities are provided to the students. Seminar, workshops and talks are conducted on diverse topics and the students are prepared for interviews followed by Mega Job Fest centrally organized by the institution. As many as 30 companies from various sectors conduct several rounds of interviews before giving placement offers to the students appearing from various college and professional institution.

The feedback of faculty is also taken from the students through feedback proforma and corrective measures are taken. To establish the standards and also to monitor quality instruction, Annual confidential reports (ACRs) of employees are also filled up and graded on the basis of performance. This is an effective way of addressing the quality deficit in the institution as students’ progression is an educational necessity that needs to be taken care of.

CRITERION VI: GOVERNANCE AND LEADERSHIP
The Head of the Institution plays a pro-active role in overall development of the institution. The Head of the Department of Arts and Commerce provide effective leadership enabling the college to fulfil missions of excellence in education and empowerment of the weaker sections of society.
The Principal is the head of the academic and administrative staff and provides leadership through various committees like Finance committee, Academic council, IQAC etc. All the staff members are in one or the other committee and thus, are fully involved in decision making.
The institution being a co-educational college has the objective of women’s empowerment, every effort is made in order to prepare women students for their academic as well as societal roles and responsibilities in the ever changing world. 

IQAC contributes to improve the teaching–learning process by planning for new courses at UG level, introducing more teaching aids to improve the teaching–learning process and encourage innovative practices. It facilitates support for interdisciplinary programme and faculty development programme. Teachers are evaluated by students once a year. Feedback is processed and analyzed by the Principal. Later, the results are intimated personally to the teachers. Suggestions are given by the Principal, if necessary.

Besides the Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) there are a number of committees to perform the various functions related to the college. The college also has a staff council with the Principal as its official President. Three senior members of the faculty represent the staff on the Admission procedures of the college. The college has an alumni association and Parent Teachers Association. According to the rules and regulations of the University, the college maintains transparency in the admission process as the process of admission is fully computerized. There is an Admission Committee in the College. It scrutinizes all the admission forms of aspiring student and takes due care of the norms prescribed by the State Government and the affiliating university regarding the eligibility of candidates. The admission committee members conduct counseling and help the students in the admission process. The students are admitted on the basis of merit. 

The college gets feedback from teaching & non-teaching staff, parents, students and alumni to improve the performance and quality of institution. The college encourages students to actively participate in NCC, NSS and other extension activities. During the last four years a lot of construction work has been done,  Many routine purchases have been done like water-coolers, computers and equipments for smart class. A new block is on the verge of completion which will make the college more comfortable for the large number of students. The college encourages autonomy to its various departments so that they are free to take some academic decisions. The college conducts performance auditing through self appraisal forms and confidential reports. 

There are many welfare schemes available for teaching and non-teaching staff. Approximate 90% of the staff have availed the benefit of such schemes. Faculty members have attended orientation, refresher and various training programmes to recharge their knowledge. 

The accounts of the college are regularly audited by audit team. The college conducts its academic audit by result analysis in CCE and semester examinations. Meetings are also held regularly to supervise and guide for effective implementation of the institutional plans.The Principal constantly monitors the teaching learning process. The IQAC also contributed to quality assurance through documenting the various quality enhancing programmes and promoting the use of technology. 
CRITERION VII:   INNOVATION AND BEST PRACTICES
Post Graduate Government College, Sector 46, Chandigarh pioneers innovative practices in academic and administrative matters and is open for adapting to emerging trends in Higher Education. The Principal of the college and the faculty members are committed to provide a healthy ambience in the institution for teaching and learning. An innovative practice could be a pathway created to further the interest of the student and the institution, for internal quality assurance, inclusive practices and stakeholder relationships. Personal attention is given while providing value based qualitative and job oriented professional education. The college is taking initiative to make the campus eco-friendly. Programmes undertaken by the college includes energy conservation initiative by identifying the problem areas where energy is being lost or inefficiently used in the college  to make sure that each electronic item should be unplugged when it is not in use because appliances still draw current, even when switched off. The students of the college were sensitized by various rallies and workshops on solar and wind energy. A rally on ‘Oil Conservation’ was also held in the college campus to make the students aware on various issues regarding the renewable sources of energy. To create a net zero carbon footprint several measures were taken. A large variety of medicinal plants were added to the herbal garden of the college and a complete ban on the burning of the dry leaves in the college premises was also imposed. For effective e-waste management, the college donated old computers to the office of Director Public Instructions (Schools). Furthermore, obsolete equipments have been put to use after slight modifications to the original functioning equipment. The college has adopted various mechanisms for internal quality checks which include student feed back in class room teaching, subject wise and teacher wise appraisal on the basis of university examination and annual confidential report of the teaching and non teaching staff is prepared. Every possible effort is made to enhance the ability of the students to read, write and communicate well. In order to improve the academic skills of the students, emphasis is laid upon the all round personality development of the students. The institute encourages students to participate in the co-curricular activities, sports and cultural activities as well. The NCC unit of the college is working for developing the potential of the students especially the leadership qualities and encouraging the feelings of mutual co-operation and brotherhood. The NSS unit of the college is also contributing to develop the qualities of selfless service and a sense of duty towards the community and nation in the students. To promote institutional social responsibilities and community outreach programme various societies have been formed to inculcate the spirit of unity, integrity, oneness and co-operation.  Workshops to impart practical training to develop entrepreneurial skills among students were conducted and since 2010 the college has successfully organized Mega Job Fests through which near about 200-1000 students have sought placement in various companies.
Some of the best practices that have been adopted have enabled the college to carve a niche for itself as a scion of quality and excellence.

College has a structured and organized plan for curriculum implementation.The basic task of development of curriculum through an academic calendar is done by the affiliating Punjab University, Chandigarh. The college proactively deploys organized action plans for effective implementation through a Time-Table Committee headed by the Principal. The committee initiates their planning by estimating the teaching work-loads before the academic sessions begins. The committee interacts with departmental in-charges and subject faculties at the commencement of new annual and semester and makes plan for effective implementation of curriculum. The term-wise modules of each subject are developed and E-contents are prepared for each course. The lecture plans are prepared in advance and its E-content is uploaded on the website. The coverage of term-wise syllabus is pre-planned as per the university academic calendar. For evaluation, house-tests are conducted and internal assessment is prepared at the end of the academic session.The copy of the syllabus is uploaded on the college website for their ready refenence.The concerned faculty plans lectures according to the syllabus. The faculty takes lectures as per the schedule.Besides the class tests house tests are conducted by the college,the score of house tests is considered for the eligibility for final university exams and the highest scorer is awarded prize by the college as an incentive to study hard.Thus, the implementation of curriculum is monitored by departmental in-charges and accordingly changes are made if required.

1.1.3 What type of support (procedural and practical) do the teachers receive (from the university and/ or institution) for effectively translating the curriculum and improving teaching practices?

The Panjab Uninersity and college provides immense support both in procedural and practical ways to the teachers for effectively translating the curriculum and in improving teaching practices in the following manner:

· University organizes various workshops, development programmes, short-term training and seminars,refresher courses and orientation programme from time to time and teachers are encouraged to enhance and update their skills and knowledge in their respective subjects as well as inter-disciplinary subjects. To develop the professional attitude and inculcate the team spirit, the workshops on contemporary needs like stress-management, counseling, gender sentization are organized.

· Teachers get financial assistance for the promotion of research in national and international conferences in India as well as abroad from the UGC and other funding agencies.

· In case of change in syllabus, the university organizes workshops for proper implementation of the curriculum for the teachers.Futhermore, the Faculty can discuss their issues or problems, if any while paticipating in meetings of the board of studies.
· Faculties are encouraged to use library, internet, PPTs to improve and update knowledge of subject. 

· Eminent subject teachers from the other colleges and University are invited to address the students. 

1.1.4 Specify the initiatives taken up or contribution made by the institution for effective curriculum delivery and transaction on the Curriculum provided by the affiliating University or other statutory agency.

Though the college adopts the curriculum prescribed by Panjab University, Chandigarh yet it is very innovative in delivery of curriculum and adopts a combination of various methods according to the subject requirement as follows:
Besides, the traditional lecture method, various smart practices are followed for most of the courses. The lecture plans are prepared in advance and uploaded on the website.The audio –visual aids like television are also used in the teaching functional English. Teachers attended the workshop on design and development of E-Content. The college has provided Laptops to departmental in-charges to facilitate the faculty to use the smart and high-tech ways to deliver their lectures.

In order to meet the demands of curriculum of computer related courses, the college has computer labs equipped with machines with latest configuration.

· Virtual library equipped with Internet server, File server e.t.c. as fast internet facility is used to meet the needs of curriculum delivery and transaction on the curriculum.

· The college offers central computing facility to the students and teachers to utilize the teaching and learning resources for conferences, seminars, symposia and board meetings etc., to meet the needs of the curriculum delivery.

· Students are properly guided and encouraged to visit the library for their knowledge upgradation. The richly stacked college library has nearly 39035 books, 28 National, International and electronic journals alongwith the membership of N List and 17 newspapers. In addition to the books and journals, the syllabus guidelines and previous year’s university question papers are also made available to the students. 

1.1.5 How does the institution network and interact with beneficiaries such as industry, research bodies and the university in effective operationalisation of the curriculum?

The institution arranges number of platforms to interact with various beneficiaries such as industries, banks, research bodies and the University for the effective Operationalisation of the curriculum. The college has a dynamic and proactive Training and Placement Cell. The cell has an excellent liaison with the industry representatives. The institution has organized “Grand Job-Fest” to provide a platform to not only outgoing students but alumni also to have one to one interaction of students with recruiters from 37 industries. The inputs received from the industry are discussed amongst the faculty of the concerned department and thereafter sent to the University through our faculties who are members of board of studies for their consideration. 

For promotion of research, the Faculty members are motivated to take up research projects funded by the UGC and other agencies.The college also interacts with the university through member of board of studies and examiners. Regular formal and informal meetings are conducted throughout academic sessions in order to adapt the latest trends in the fields of academics.

Post-Graduate Government College, Sector 46 Chandigarh is an affiliated institution of Panjab University, Chandigarh. In an attempt to revamp the curriculum, a centralized effort has been made by Chandigarh administration to organize workshop on the issue.  A workshop for the same was organized in Nov. 2013 whereinall the government colleges participated and it was ensured that all the teachers give their opinion to restructure the syllabus to meet the contemporary changes.Therefore, all the Faculties are directly or indirectly involved in the process of development of the curriculum. Our college specifically organized a workshop in the subject of Hindi, Defence studies and Political Science. Suggestions emerged out of their brain-storming sessions have been sent to the university through members of Board of Studies for their consideration and acceptance. Six Members among the staff represent the Board of the Studies, they take active part in framing and implementing the syllabus of the UG and PG degree courses and while doing so students feedback and teachers feedback is also taken in consideration.

Further, the feedback of the students is obtained to understand the gap and practical measures are taken to improve them.The main objective of the college is to motivate students to strive for the light of theknowledge and wisdom, irrespective of caste, creed,religion and gender, yet it also provide sufficient opportunities for employabilty in the competitive era.The college constantly improves the overall personality  of the students with the help of personality development programme and through various extra curricular activities such as cultural programmes, sports and other related compaigns.
In nut shell, all the faculty members with HODs discuss amongst themselves about the stated objectives as laid down in the curriculum to confirm the achievement of stated objectives through paper presentations, assignments and training etc. of all the subjects provided by the University and further analyze during the meetings of curriculum monitoring.

Specifying the goals and objectives give details of the certificate/diploma/ skill development courses etc., offered by the institution.
The objective of the skill development course is the skill enhancement of the students.  Personality development course has been introduced in our college as a compulsory subject. It aims at improving communication skills of the students.  It helps them to face the interviews with confidence. C-Toss programme is also introduced. It helps the students in polishing their soft skills and prepares them to meet the demands of the market. 

Vocational Training Programme has been implemented in the college under Skill Development Initiatives (SDI Scheme) under direct control of Central Govt. of India. The very first course namely Tally Programme (ICT-102) under the scheme has been started in the month of Dec. 2013. Total 30 candidates have been enrolled. After successful completion of the course, the candidate can get job opportunities in the field of accounting profession.  The college will also provide support for placement of these candidates through Placement Cell of the College.  
In the forthcoming session 2014-15 we are likely to introduce two new courses namely Spoken English and Soft Skill Development under SDI Scheme.

The college is affiliated to Panjab University and necessarily follows the pattern of the university. To elicit a good response from the prospective post- secondary students, an advertisement containing all the relevant information regarding admission procedure, infrastructure, fee & scholarships, youth welfare activities, academic & sports prizes, courses, specimens of affidavits & declarations list of fake educational boards in India, hostels information profile of faculty members and ‘To whom to contact’  last date for the submission of online application proforma, etc. is given in news papers of national repute and college website (dhechandigarh.org). The college disseminates informationregarding the admission process through the following methods:

The process of admission is conducted very smoothly by the different admission committees comprising faculty and office staff under the full guidance of college Principal and Registrar, Examinations. Full transparency in admissions to the general and self financing courses is maintained and seats if remain vacant, are filled from the merit lists in order with prior notice to the public and interested students. While for B.Com.1st, centralised admission process for all the city colleges has been followed in order to avoid wastage of time and harassment to both parents and students, students are admitted to  M. Com. Class of  Ist semester strictly on the basis of their pure merit and latest  reservation norms.

Admission to B. Com, B.C.A. and M.Com courses- on line applications are invited from eligible applicants. Based on the marks secured in lower class + weightage if any, selection lists have been prepared strictly on merit basis as per the guidelines/ circulars issued by the Panjab University for admissions.

2.1.4 Is there a mechanism in the institution to review the admission process and student profiles annually? If‘yes’, what is the outcome of such an effort and how has it contributed to the improvement of the process?
There is a mechanism to review the admission process and student profiles. The admissions in the college are made as per the eligibility criteria mentioned by Panjab University whereby the reservation policy of the Government of India is adhered to in letter and spirit. All the admissions recommended provisionally by various committees have the chance of errors unless it is cleared by Registration Branch of the University. As the students are guided by the subject allotment committee, leading to a positive outcome of such an effort and it has contributed a lot to bring an   improvement in the student learning process as follows: 

· Generally students falter in the selection of subjects like HCP/Punjabi (Compulsory); Punjabi Elective and HCP.

· Earned compartment in 10+2 with less than 20% marks in only one semester and have not cleared the previous semester.

· Predicate their claims of admission when earned compartment with more than 20 % marks in supplementary Exams conducted by CBSE/ICSE Boards in the months of July-August.

· Normally evade to produce original documents like DMC of qualifying class/migration certificate/ character certificate/residence proof, etc.

In case of any such discrepancy, the college informs the concerned student(s) by displaying notices, informing class-subject teachers and giving a telephonic call. In case no reply is received till the due date, registered letters to the parents are dispatched for appearance on the prescribed date and time.

The College primarily caters to the needs of those students who are socially deprived and economicallypoor. The college ensures equity for all eligible candidates.

· SC/ST and OBC:  As per the existing government  rules, reservations in specified ratios  are provided to the SC ( UT-14% and Gen 15%) and ST (UT-nil General 5%)and other backward community students. They also avail many scholarships and benefits like fee waiver, etc. College library has book bank facility for such students. All eligible students belonging to above mentioned categories are admitted in concerned streams and full opportunity is provided to them to hone up their skills.

· Women: Reservation of 2 additional seats to ‘Single Girl Child’ is also followed in the entire admission process.

· Differently-abled: As per norms, reservations and other facilities are provided to thephysically challenged students (UT-3% and General 3%) but their number to seekadmissions is negligible although every care is taken to provide necessary facilities to such students.

2.2 Catering to Student Diversity
2.2.1 How does the institution cater to the needs of differently- abled students and ensure adherence to government policies in this regard?

The institution has Enabling unit which caters to the need of differently-abled students by creating barrier free environment. We have special arrangement to take care of the differently-abled students by

· Providing reservation to physically and visually challenged students as per the reservation policy of the Government.

· Fee concessions.

· Inviting eminent speakers who are differently- abled.

· Scholarships.

· Ramp at the entrance for easy mobility.

· Conduct of exam of such candidates at the ground floor.
· Permission of having a writer during the exam as per the prescribed norms.

· Toilet facility, lift, ramp at other places (Proposed).

· Admitted in special coaching classes such as NET/ SLET and entry in services.

2.2.2 Does the institution assess the students’ needs in terms of knowledge and skills before the commencement of the program? If ‘yes’, give details on the process.

Yes, the institution assesses the needs in terms of knowledge & skills before the commencement of the program in the following manner.

· The assessing of skills is done at the time of admission through formal and informal interactions. Those who wish to join the Music world are admitted in Music (Vocal) or Music (Instrumental), those who are willing to show their talents in games are recommended in the sports subject and those who want to start their own business are   admitted to Advertisement, Sales Promotion and Sales Management. Defence and Strategic Studies are offered to such students who are intended to join defence forces. Fine Arts is offered to students having sharp drawing skills. Other courses are recommended to students who want to enhance their conceptual knowledge either for Post graduation or competitions.    

· After the admission process is completed, one orientation program for the newly admitted undergraduate students is conducted at college level, where students are informed in detail about the features of university level education, college environment, curricular and extracurricular activities, societies, and other aspects of the higher education. All departments provide the detailed information about the nature of their subjects at under graduate level before they start syllabus based teaching.

2.2.3 What are the strategies drawn and deployed by the institution to bridge the knowledge gap of the enrolled students to enable them to cope with the program of their choice? (Bridge/Remedial/Add-on/Enrichment Courses, etc.

Yes, of course, the college provides Remedial classes and Enrichment courses for theacademically weak students. 
· Remedial Classes: Our facultyidentifies educationally disadvantaged students by their performance in the regular class tests and, their inability to interact in the classes, participation in the classroom, seminars, practicals, etc. Then these students are morally encouraged and are provided with additional supporting materials, lecture, old question papers, etc. In general, teachers provide personal guidance whenever students approach them.
· Enrichment Courses: With the weakening of employability in public sector in the present-day world, the face of the corporate world is also changing, wherein the need of the-hour is to have high-tech professionals who are swiftly responsive enough to meet the growing demands of the modern industry. Keeping this objective in mind,college under the initiatives taken by the Chandigarh Administration organizes spoken English and personality development classes for the students as enrichment courses.Basic coursesin computer are also taught to students to equip them with internet and computer literacy skills.

2.2.4 How does the college sensitize its staff and students on issues such as gender, inclusion, environment, etc.?

The College is sensitive about the issues like gender, inclusion and environment.Gender Equity society and Dean Girls Welfare are working actively in the college. The college from time to time organizes various workshops, camps, awareness programmes, seminars and lectures related to the above mentioned issues. The college has observed a positive trend in terms of number of girls for the last four sessions. Awareness rallies on Female Foeticide, Crime against women, AIDS consciousness, Drug de-addiction, etc. are organised under the ‘Awareness Programmes of NSS to enlighten the students about the concurrent social issues concerning the society in general. 

Similarly, the students belonging to reserved categories are increasing in numbers for the last four sessions. The college is equally sensitive on the issue of environment protection by organizing environment awareness camps and tree plantation activities in the campus. Various days of universal importance like Urja Diwas, Swatch Bharat Campaign, Environmental day, Earth day, etc. are celebrated to create awareness about environmental issues. Organising other activities for both the staff and students like Save Ozone rally, Tree Plantation drives, Adolescents problems, Cyber crimes, Traffic rules, Pollution free Diwali, etc.  are worth to mention here. 

2.2.5 How does the institution identify and respond to special educational/learning needs of advanced learners?

The institution identifies the advance learners by:

· Assessing their class performance (Interaction).

· Analyzing their marks secured in various examinations.

· Monitoring their attendance, punctuality and discipline.

· Supervising their participation in co-curricular and extracurricularactivities.

The institution responds to special educational / learning needs ofadvanced learners by:

· Making them team leaders for various academic and co-curricularactivities.

· Providing extra books.

· Names and achievements displayed on notice boards.

· Prizes in the form of books are given on the basis of their performance in House Exams.

· Encourages them to participate in on campus and off campus activities like Quiz contests and Paper Presentations.

· Encourage these students to give presentations/seminars based on their high level of acquisition of skills to all the students.

Besides, the creative abilities of the students are vigorously encouraged by providing full coverage to their own ideas in Newsletters and College Magazine-‘Amranth’

2.2.6 How does the institute collect, analyze and use the data and information on the academic performance (through the program duration) of the students at risk of drop out (students from the disadvantaged sections of society, physically challenged, slow learners, economically weaker sections etc.)?

The college has instituted customized software (dhechd.org.) which gives us theadmission data for each of the program run by the college. Once theadmission process is over, respective student database for each subject is provided tothe concerned department for their use. Every department maintains and manages information of the student’s academic performance in the database.  This includes statusof marks obtained in house exams and attendance.Internal assessments prepared by the class teacher on the basis of House Exams,are entered in University generated software that are normally displayed on the college notice board for the students before its final submission to the University.

The college do not get specified data for an individual group or more categories but those slow learners students  who  are identified on the basisof their performance in the internal exams are provided extra attention byproviding them remedial classes so that they can perform well in theUniversity exams along with other students. Once the University examresults are declared, every department analyses that data for knowingstatus of students with respect to passed and failed students, number of students in first division, second division and third division. 

The students from disadvantaged sections of the society and physicallychallenged are provided equal opportunities as given to other students.Students who belong to economically weaker sections are givenfinancial help by waiving off their fees. Books from Book Bank are also provided.

2.3 Teaching-Learning Process

2.3.1 How does the college plan and organize the teaching, learning and evaluation    schedules? (Academic calendar, teaching plan, evaluationblue print, etc.)
The academic activities of the institution are based on the academic calendar prepared by Panjab University. It is divided and circulated by the PU well in advance before the beginning of the session. It outlines the session schedule, examination schedule, and schedule of vacations. A list of holidays is also circulated every year from January to December. In the beginning of the academic year, college prepares its own Annual Planner, proposing the activities and the probable dates of different activities like cultural, sports, NSS, NCC, etc. Each department likewise prepares department calendar or Annual planner, containing detailed proposed activities in the department like syllabus distribution; syllabus coverage schedule, tests, seminars, etc.Some activities like field trips, industrial visits, market surveys, etc. help the students both academically and professionally. The planer not only reflects what the faculty is planning to do during the current session but also enables both the faculty and students to complete the prescribed syllabus well in time.

Department level meetings are held from time to time to follow the quantum of both syllabus coverage, and practical lab sessions. These meetings ensure smooth running of the departmental activities. Many issues like assignments and seminar-topics for students, absent students, poor performing students, etc. are discussed and appropriate action is planned.Many departments conduct special lectures by inviting subject experts.The student seminars, group discussions are conducted regularly at class level.Regular tests are conducted at department level. As per the university norms, evaluation is made for internal assessment taking in to account the September Test and December Test in every subjectand the students are awarded internal assessment marks based on their performance in the tests, attendance, etc. Towards the end of session, University level practical and theory exams as per the date sheet circulated by the university are conducted in March-April for Annual system and November-December and April-May for Semester system. Results are declared by the University and DMCs’ are also prepared and issued to the college for regular students.

Evaluation Blue Print:

· The blue print for the evaluation of students is provided by the University to conduct the Semester, Supplementary, Annual & Semester exams, marking, re-evaluationduring the session.

· The evaluation methods for House examinations, unit tests, snap tests,assignments are informed to the students in advance.

2.3.2 How does IQAC contribute to improve the teaching –learning process?

IQAC being the high power committee and having members of different background deliberates on teaching and learning process of the institution. After thorough discussion, IQAC suggests the college to use ICT and other technological equipment to further improve the quality of imparting education to the students. The students have access to internet facility in the library and the UGC Resource Centre where they can browse vast information and update themselves with latest knowledge. The IQAC also discusses the various possibilities of activities to ensure holistic development of the students so that they can face global challenges with greater efficiency. The suggestions given by IQAC are implemented by the principal to ensure continuous improvements in the both teaching and learning processes and thereby ensuring better results in terms of university merit list.

2.3.3    How   learning is made more student-centric? Give details on the support structures and systems available for teachers to develop skills like interactive learning, collaborative learning and independent learning among the students?

Recent developments in the field of higher education have brought many changes where the whole process has become student centric. The attention is given to the process of making every student competitive with adequate skills to succeed in his future life.

· The learning environment of the college is student centric. The learning is made student centric by adopting variations in teaching methods suited to the learning abilities of the students. In class, where the students are of diverse learning abilities, the teaching isimparted with the aim that average student will be able to assimilate the concept.

· Communication, analytical ability, emotional management, decision making, high self esteem, creative thinking are some of the traits of the students which are enhanced through curricular and extracurricular activities.

· Traditional Lecture method is enriched by more interactive audio-visual aids, class presentations, assignments, projects and field assignments, enhancement of pedagogical skills of students. Informative guest lectures by experts from reputed institutes/organizations are organized for students to know recent trends in the subject.

· Library remains open throughout the year. College is well equipped with internet facility by having Wi Fi at the campus that both the teachers and the students can use regularly to enrich their knowledge further.

· Students learn to cope with social issues through NSS activities. They are encouraged to join NCC which teaches them to become disciplined citizens of India and inculcate feeling of national pride and unity. We publish yearly magazine, which is an excellent forum for the students to express their views, which also improves their writing skills.
· All academic and extra-curricular activities are aimed at inculcating discipline, leadership skills and team work in students.

2.3.4 How does the institution nurture critical thinking, creativity and scientific temper among the students to transform them into life-long learners and innovators?

The college nurtures critical thinking among the students byconducting class presentations, group discussions, and project worksetc. The seminars and project work encourages them to go deeper in thesubject, beyond the books. This helps them to develop the habit ofresearch and precipitate their quest for knowledge, more than the textbooks.
· Various other activities are also conducted like workshops, quiz competitions, etc. and the students of all classes are assigned certain duties which include designing, conduction, stage-setting arrangements, food arrangements, extempore speech contests, etc. and the students are encouraged to give innovative ideas and thus giving an opportunity to the students to develop a team spirit for collective learning.

· The college promote the students to participate in various cultural programs to expose their talent and to nurture their creativity.Various competitions like poster making competitions, slogan writing competitions, Rangoli, best out of waste, Vaar singing, Cultural dance, etc. are organised at Zonal and University levels.

· The college encourages students to become future entrepreneurs by according appropriate training on entrepreneurship. Plantation programme, environment awareness camps, workshop on computer programming are organized fromtime to time to develop logical thinking.

2.3.5 What are the technologies and facilities available and used by the faculty for effective teaching? Eg: Virtual laboratories, e-learning - resources from National Program on Technology Enhanced Learning (NPTEL) and National Mission on Education through Information and Communication Technology (NME-ICT), open educational resources, mobile education, etc.

The faculty has open access to internet both in their respective departments and library.
· All the departments are provided passwords to accesse-sources.

· All the faculty members are given training in utilizing the ICT facilities in the college. (PPT, usage of LCD’s; computers, etc.)

· Workshops by eminent academician are conducted to familiarizethe faculty members in the usage of modern teaching tools andtechniques.

2.3.6 How are the students and faculty exposed to advanced level of knowledge and skills (blended learning, expert lectures, seminars, workshops, etc.)?

The faculty members use blended learning method in teaching thecurriculum. Basic concepts are explained through lecture method (chalk and talk method), additional inputs are provided to thestudents through demonstration and interactive methods (PPT’S etc.)
· Expert and guest lecturers delivered by eminentacademicians are arranged to expose faculty and students to advance level ofknowledge and skills.

· Seminars and workshops are conducted for the students on topics of latest development in their respective areas and faculty members too, attend and present papers in workshops, conferences and seminars at state, national and international levels.

· Faculty members attend orientation and refresher courses conducted by the academic staff colleges of various universities.

2.3.7 Detail (process and the number of students\benefitted) on the academic, personal and psycho-social support and guidance services (Professional /Counseling/Mentoring/academic advice) provided to students?
College takes many initiatives for addressing the academic, psycho-social and personal needs of the students.A tutorial system is functioning in the college.A faculty member is appointed as a tutor for 40 students to provide guidance, counselling both academically and otherwise.
· Counsellor of the college guides the students regardingstressrelated to their studies, social misunderstandings and professional career development.

· Career guidance extension lectures are conducted for the said purpose.

· Counselling is given by the staff for slow learners to come up in academics at par with other students.

· Stress management exercise by experienced teachers of psychology is organised for the concerned students under aegis of the De-stress management committee.

· Almost all the students of the college are covered under various counselling and guidance sessions

· Anti Ragging Cell and Anti Sexual Harassment Committee remain proactive to provide instant help to the aggrieved student.

2.3.8 Provide details of innovative teaching approaches/methods adopted by the faculty during the last four years? What are the efforts made by the institution to encourage the faculty to adopt new and innovative approaches and the impact of such innovative practices on student learning?

In addition to the traditional lecture techniques, LCD projectors are used for making power point presentations.

· CD’s of various subjects are used by the faculty to explain the subject.

· Information pertaining to Practical papers in various subjects is explained with the help ofAudio-Visual aids.

· Peer teaching, class seminars and demonstration methods are used bythe faculty to make the teaching learning process more interesting.

· Case study method is adopted in some subjects by the faculty toenhance the critical thinking and decision making abilities of thestudents.

2.3.9 How are library resources used to augment the teaching-learning process?

Free access to internet in the library is provided to the faculty. Students can also avail the internet facilities as per the time scheduleallotted to them.

· Library has the facility of accessing E-resources which is used by the faculty for teaching learning purpose.
· Faculty memebrrs have the freedom to give requisition to library staff for acquiring reference books of new additions. 

· Library has a good reference book section which can be beutilized by faculty members.

· Xerox facilities in the library are availed by both faculty as well as students.

2.3.10 Does the institution face any challenges in completing the curriculum within the planned time frame and calendar? If ‘yes’, elaborate on the challenges encountered and the institutional approaches to overcome these.

The college usually develops a foolproof academic calendar at thebeginning of the session knowing the number of holidays and other co-curricularactivities.Thus in normal circumstances, all the faculties teach their subjects within the stipulated period of time. Too many holidays,very long admission schedule, lengthy supplementary/semester exams, conduction of youth festivals during teaching days, mid-session transfers of teachers, seasonal vagaries of climate, etc. cast a negative impact on the regularity of students in classes. For saving such valuable teaching days, though, the college informs the Administration and the concerned university officials on various occasions/meetings, additional classes and remedial periods are taken to complete the syllabus in time. 

2.3.11How does the institute monitor and evaluate the quality of teaching learning?

The quality of teaching and learning process is monitored by the HODs and Principal for evaluating the performance of each faculty. The quality of teaching is evaluated by taking feedback from the students on the basis of Class tests,House examination results etc.

· Yes, the college has required number of qualified and competent teachers to handle all the general and specialized courses.

· In case, any requirement arises for such teachers who are on study leave or medical leave, college avails the services of resource persons.
2.4.2 How does the institution cope with the growing demand/ scarcity of qualified senior faculty to teach new programmes / modern areas (emerging areas) of study being introduced (Biotechnology, IT, Bioinformatics etc.)? Provide details on the efforts made by the institution in this direction and the outcome during the last three years. 

· To meet the requirements of new courses like Computer Applications, the faculty on contract basis selected by Central Selection Committee has been deputed in the college since 2011 and is allowed to continue to serve under legal directions.  Temporary arrangement for delivering lectures    by the resource persons as per norms made by the Chandigarh Administration has been monitored by the concerned In-charges and Resource Persons (Academic), Arrangement Committee. 

· No new programme has been added but from the session 2009-10, a Personality Development Programme for pass course students was started to improve their communication skills. Three resource persons as selected by RIE, Sector-32, Chandigarh are taking up the classes. Programme for starting VTP Courses for the session 2014-15 has been submitted to DHE for permission.

· There are 20 teachers on contract basis and 20 resource persons during the session 2013-14. 
2.4.3 Providing details on staff development programmes during the last four years elaborate on the strategies adopted by the institution in enhancing the teacher quality. 

· The institution encourages the faculty to participate in various development programs such as seminars, workshops, conferences, etc. The institution has encouraged the teachers to engage in research activities like doing Ph.D. and M. Phil. to enhance the teaching quality. Moreover, some of the teachers are consulting online journals through the easy accessibility of internet facility at the college campus and thereby enhance their teaching skills.

b) FacultyTraining programmes organized by the institution to empower and enable the use of various tools and technology for improved teaching-learning    

· Teaching learning methods/approaches:

1. Apart from chalk and blackboard method of teaching, the college has also introduced smart classeroom technology which comprises of overhead projectors, digital pointers, white boards, podium with computers and   internet facility. Some of   the labs are equipped with effective sound system.

2. The staff is trained in Power Point Presentation in the Smart rooms.

3. Laptops are provided to the staff members to enhance their teaching techniques.  

4. AWi-Fi facility is alsoavailablefor the teachers for easy accessibility of the Internet.

· Handling new curriculum: Teachers attend  various  workshops and  refresher courses  organized by university in order to make them familiar with the updates in the curriculum e.g. a workshop in session 2012-13  on the revision of the existing syllabi was organized in close consonance  with  university teachers  at the local institutions under the  patronage of Directorate of Higher Education, UT.

· Content/knowledge management: The syllabus is managed by the 
subject teachers by making Weekly, Monthly and Annual Planners of the syllabus. This planner is uploaded on the College web site. Every department is provided with users Id and password by which e-content   has been placed on the departmental portals for absents andslow learners.
· Selection, development and use of enrichment materials: Teachers are provided with laptops to enhance their teaching techniques. Moreover, computer training is given to the teachers every year so that they can give presentations in smart classes with power point. The lectures on different subjects are downloaded from educational sites to improve the knowledge of   both students and teachers for which college has Wi-Fi system for quick access to internet source.
· Assessment: The assessment of the teachers is made by the feedback forms filled by the regular students. The college has introduced the practice of evaluation of the teachers by students, on the basis of a confidential feedback questionnaire soliciting information on general attitude and subject related aspects. On the basis of the remarks made by the students, the principal intimates the concerned teacher about his weak and strong areas of teaching and advises the teacher for the benefits of the students. 

· Cross cutting issues:Appropriate level of education equips the individuals with meaningfulknowledge, modern technologies, values and psychosocial competencies toenable them to efficiently manage the complex challenges of everyday life.  For thispurpose, teachers are given training by eminent scholars.

· Audio Visual Aids/multimedia: Apart from smart room provisions in the subjects of Geography   and Psychology, a specific language lab is set up in the college with 10 computers. A training is given to the faculty of Functional English to use the Language lab i.e. headphones, specifically designed soft-wares in computers to enhance the proficiency of the students’ listening, reading and study skills. Besides a multi media room is also used for presentations.
· OER’s: (Open Educational Resources)The college has resources available for teachers as well as for students. It has a fully equipped Library with OPAC system. Text books, Reference books, editorials and journals are available for the readers. The college has UGC Resource Centre with 7 computers and 2 printer-cum-scanners for the use of students and teachers. Every department is ensured to have its own computer, printer and internet connection to avail the Internet facility. The head of each department is provided with laptops facility.
· Teaching learning material development, selection and use: Teaching learning material has undergone some changes. Teachers use smart rooms for e-content like Power Point Presentations. On the recommendation of concerned subject, the college library purchases books every year from both UGC and Government grants. The revised lectures from latest books and research journals are updated from the   websites.  In order to enhance the teaching skills, the letters of some of the teachers are recommended by the college to become members of Central University library as well.
2.4.2 What policies/systems are in place to recharge teachers? (e.g. : providing research 

Grants ,study leave, support for research and academic publications teaching experience in other national institutions and specialized programmes industrial engagement etc.) 

The college always gives impetus and extends all possible support to the faculty for the academic development.

· Several efforts were made to promote Teacher Development Programmes like research grants for fellowship and projects from different sources like CSIR, UGC, ICSSR and Department of Science and Technology.

· The institution has encouraged the teachers to engage into research activities like doing Ph.D. & M. Phil.  to enhance the teaching quality.  

· Teachers are provided with the duty leave and encouraged by the institution to participate in National and International Seminars, Conferences, and Refresher/ Orientation courses. 

·     From time to time, seminars, workshops and conferences are organized in the college for this purpose.

·   Some of our teachers are deputed to other institutions for teaching purposes e.g. from Commerce Department.

· While the research papers of Dr. Harjinder Singh - College Bursar on Banking Sector have been acknowledged in the seminars held in USA, Canada (Ryerson University, Mississauga, Toronto) and other countries,Mrs. Neelam Rani presented a research paper at a conference in Shanghai, China. It also helps a lot to gain an international exposure in the level of thinking and teaching.

· The college has introduced the practice of evaluation of the teachers by students, 
Onthe basis of a confidential feedback questionnaire soliciting information on general attitude and subject related aspects. On the basis of the remarks made by the students, the principal intimates the concerned teacher about his weak and strong areas of teaching and advises the teacher for the benefits of the students. 

2.5   Evaluation Process and Reforms

2.5.1 How does the institution ensure that the stakeholders of the institution    especially students and faculty are aware of the evaluation processes?

The students and their parents are made aware of the evaluation process through college prospectus and circulars. During the parent-teacher meetings, the performance of the students is discussed in general and with the concerned subject teacher in particular. The institution has to conduct both Internal and the Annual examinations. Within the frame-work laid down by the University, the college has set-up an effective procedure of evaluation of students learning. The college has designed various methods for evaluation of learning. The prominent methods is Internal Assessment through tutorials/home assignments, term end examinations, seminars, group-discussions, paper reading contests, etc. The students are informed about all these events either orally in the class-rooms or through notices on college / departmental notice boards, well in advance. The college has setup an Examination Committee that monitors all these assessment related matters. The committee prepares a date- sheet for all above mentioned events and apart from putting it on the noticeboard, it circulates it in the class-rooms as well.

2.5.2 What are the major evaluation reforms of the university   that the institution has adopted and what are the reforms initiated by the institution on its own?
Evaluation reforms are executed as per the Panjab University norms. The university has introduced 90:10 pattern of examination for B.A. (pass course). Adhering to the university guidelines 10% of the evaluation is done by the institution in the form of Internal Assessment. This assessment is made on the basis of September and December exams. It is also completed by giving weightage on the basis of extra-curricular activities and regularity of the students in the college. Besides, in order to ensure 180 teaching days per academic session, September test that consumes more than 15 precious days, has been substituted by class based multiple choice type test. Whenever, a case of disagreement on the awards given in a particular subject is submitted by the student(s), the process of re evaluation of answer sheet(s) is adopted from internal or external examiners. 
· Answer sheets of House Tests are shown to and discussed with students so that they are assured of no partiality in the evaluation of their hard work.

2.5.3 How does the institution ensure effective implementation of the evaluation   reforms of the university and those initiated by the institution on its own?

· To ensure effective implementation of the evaluation reforms of the University, the college tries its level best to strictly follow the rules and guidelines given by the University. In pursuance, it monitors and implements the reforms in the college andconstitutes a wide range of Examination Committee to look after the above mentioned activities. 

· All examinations of B.A. / B.Com. / BCA/ M.Com. are conducted by the college. Assessment work is carried out by the college itself. The college holds Central Assessment programs immediately after the examinations are over .The Oral assignments , Project Works, Practical, etc. are carried out as per the guidelines given by theUniversity for smooth conduct of House exam, the college appoints Centre Superintendents, Assistant Superintendents, and Deputy Superintendents, paper setters,  and non-teaching staff . Seating Arrangement, electric supply, fans, general cleaning, etc have been made effectively as per subjects’ strength. Question Papers are got printed and issued under utmost secrecy.

· All possible efforts are made to dissuade any use of unfair means during the examination.

· Awards are constituted for those students who secure first three positions in college and  Panjab University Exams.

The institution adopts the following measures to students’ formative and summative evaluation. 

· By arranging activities/ programs to promote good values among general students, sportsmen & women, NCC Cadets, NSS volunteers, cultural representatives that assist them a lot to sharpen their personalities    so as to make them more responsible citizens. 

· By implementing academic activities with time bound assignments for their summative   evaluation.

· By organizing various activities through different types of  societies like  Drug de-addiction, Gender Equity, Traffic Awareness, Aids Awareness Societies, Environment Conservation in which student volunteers themselves along with teachers to create awareness among people.

2.5.5 Detail on the significant improvements made in ensuring rigor and transparency in the internal assessment during the last four years and weightages assigned forthe overall development of students (weightage for behavioral aspects, independentlearning, communication skills etc.
· The  college continuously assesses the students by Internal assessment which comprises of September exam with 30% weightage; December exam with 50% weightage and 20% weightage of extra-curricular activities along with students’ attendance in the classes. 
· The College displays all the awards accorded by the concerned teacher in the second week of March on the college notice board with a prior notice and in case there is any discrepancy in Student’s name, Pupin Number, College Roll No. or Awards, a detailed inspection  of all the necessary documents in the presence of both the teacher and the student is made and correction if any, is incorporated on the spot in the University Software. And on the hard copies as well. Oral Examination (Functional English), Project Works (Commerce, Advertisement Sales Promotion, Defence  and Strategic Studies) and Practical Viva voce (Geography, Psychology, Fine Arts, Physical Education, Music (Vocal) and Music (Instrumental)  are being conducted to assess communication and conceptual skills of the students.

· There are mechanisms for the redressal of the grievances with reference to the evaluation both at the college and the university level. An Examination Committee under the Chairmanship of Principal received the complaints of students in written format regarding incorrect awarding of internal assessment and the result of local house exams. The concerned subject teacher, HOD and the student are invited for the redressal of enquiry on the spot. The decisions are communicated to the student in consolidated statements on the college notice boards. 

· The university providesan opportunity for Rechecking and Revaluation of the answer sheets of students in final exams. If grievances are received, the Controller of Examinations of the university appoints the second or third examiner to reassess the same. The outcomes are directly communicated to the students within fifteen days.

· Students through campaigns on blood donation, martial arts, theatre, best out of waste, organic manure, gender sensitization, stress buster exercises, tree plantation, save ozone rallies, traffic awareness drives, etc are informed to contribute to the social needs. The college organizes personality development training classes to enable the students to get both quality & quantity of Jobs in both the private and public sectors. To set up a small scale business and sales promotion work, regular coaching is imparted for three years to the interested students. The institution has a special committee (Infrastructure and Development Committee) besides IQAC for the creation and enhancement of infrastructure to facilitate effective teaching and learning. The policies are framed keeping in view the overall strength ofstudents of the college. As the College is a government institution, its policies for growth and enhancement depend on policies and vision as envisaged by the UT Administration in sync with notifications issued by University Grants Commission. The institution approaches the Administration and the UGC toseeks various funds for its infrastructural enhancement.

The College established in 1982 shifted to its present premises in1990 and is spread over an area of 11 acres .The master plan was prepared, approved and constructed over the years by the Chandigarh Administration.  The campus is fully endowed with excellent physical infrastructural facilities tosupport the teaching-learningprocess.Our College hasspacious Seminar, Conference/Multimedia halls, 32 classrooms comprising of 20 lecture theatres and 12 smart classrooms, wellequippedlaboratories, chambers for the faculty which facilitate the academic progress.

The College has a separate block for administration. The College Library withadequate space has an extensive collection of audio-visual material, books, journals, Internet, and othersupport facilities. The College has an out-doorSports Ground for sports activities and a Health Center to meet the diagnosticand medical treatment of students and staff. The College also has ninefully furnished and equipped Laboratories in subjects of - Bachelor of Computer Application, Defence Studies, Geography, Functional English, Psychology, Music Instrumental and Music Vocal.
There is also a facility of Girls Common Room to provide them the necessary space and privacy. Special arrangements for a canteen for the students and the staff is available in the College premises.There is also a provision of Staff-room for the faculty members of the College.A well lit and fully furnished ,fully airconditioned auditorium  also exists in the College.

· Seminar Hall: College has one seminar Hall and one Multimedia Hall. The Seminar hall has a seating capacity of 50 and the Multimedia Hall has acapacity of seating 200 persons where workshops, talks, seminars, lectures, meeting and screening of documentaries are held and organized.

· Tutorial Spaces: The tutorial sessions are held in the classrooms weekly by shortening each lecture by 5 minutes with specific focuss on value based education.
· Laboratories: College has 9 laboratories which are fully equipped with computers, internet, projectors, touch boards, along with all the necessary tools needed  to teach a particular subject.
· Herbal Garden: There is a Herbalgarden in the college camps with more than 200 plants of 40   indigenous varieties, like- tulsi, aloevera, stevia, cardammom, patharhchatt, peppermint etc.

Specialized facilities and equipments for teaching, learning and research etc.: TheCollegehasthree computer labs with nearly 80 computers,and a UGC network centre with 10 computers to enable students to access the internet. The College Library too has the latest computing technology for the use of staff and students.The staff has been provided with laptops and given free access to internet via Wi-Fi to enrich and update their knowledge to be disseminated to the students. The fullycomputerized library also helps the staff and the students of post graduateand under graduate classes to understand the value of research. The College also provides the faculty use of projectors, touch boards, Internet, for easy visual dissemination of knowledge of their subjects. Power point presentation, on line talk, Television programmes like Discovery, Nat Geo and History Channels and certain movies related to subjects, out reach programmes and societies are frequently aired for the benefit of students
b) Extra- Curricular Activities :
· Sports : The college has a large extensive and well maintained play ground for playing various  games like: Football, Cricket, Base ball, Kho-Kho, Shooting, Kabaddi, Athletic, Ball Badminton, Archery, Wrestling, Boxing, Table Tennis, Kick Boxing, Softball etc where  training andtournaments are regularly held.
· Gymnasium : The Multi Gym with modern facilities exists in the college premises to motivate students to be health conscious and exercise during leisure time.
· Auditorium : The college has a modern fully air conditioned Auditorium with a seating capacity to accommodate 700 people and has the latest equipments   in terms of lights, sound, mike, camera, etc which is regularly used to hold functions like-Job Fest, Annual Prize Distribution, Convocation,  Seminars, Talks ,Youth Festivals, Cultural Programmes etc.
· N.S.S: N.S.S. is an integral part of the college having 450students volunteers. keeping the students in sync with their social responsibilities and organizing activities in college like – Tree plantation, AIDS Awareness Workshops, Blood Donation Camps (twice a year), Cancer Awareness Programme, Pulse Polio Training , Medical camps ,Relief Collection Drives at the time of National disaster and calamities. Thevolunteers are regularly sent for National Camps to enhance awareness and national integration
· N.C.C: The College has one unit of Army and Naval wings in N.C.C aiming at training and facilitating the students to qualify for C certificate for direct recruitment in the armed forces. Students actively participate in most of the camps organized under the aegis of N,C.C at various Places  held  from time to time like- Sailing Expedition Camp, K & K camp, Sea Camp, Advance Leadership camp, Firing and Boat Pulling Competition, Shooting, Pre-RD Parade, RD Parade etc. Furturmore the National Cadet Corps unit in the college has been working hard to groom the leaders of tomorrow into disciplined and patriotic citizens who form the first and second line of defence.

There is a separate room for health care with one Pharmacist. Students are given all kind of basic medical facility in their hour of need. Few basic medical equipments like Sphygmomanometer, height and weight measuring machines and two relaxing beds are available in the room.Medicines are given as First-Aid under the supervision of the Pharmacist.Serious cases are referred to the hospital. Along with the First Aid facility of thecenter, every year it assists college NSS unit to organize Blood Donation Camps and Health awareness talks like Cancer awareness, Dental Hygiene Checkup and Eye Checkup Program also organized by the Health Center.

Internal Quality Assurance Cell (IQAC) of the college is functioning effectively and acts as a facilitator of activities and programmes aimed at achieving academic and all round excellence.  It is an advisory body to the college on academic and research activities, students welfare schemes Infrastructure development and extension activities and to promote measures for institutional functioning towards quality enhancement through internalization of quality culture and adoption of best practices, welfare of differently abled students, SC/ST/OBC/BPL/Women.  It has 12 members including teaching staff, administrative representation and alumini.  Regular quarterly meetings are held with specific agenda keeping in view allround development of the college.  
Grievance Redressal Unit:
There is a Grievance Redressal Committee for redressal of grievances of staff and students on academic ,discipline and other issues.Weekly tutorial sessions are conducted under the guidance  of Principal and the Dean of the college where all the staff members are engaged for different groups of students. The grievances, if any of the students are addressed and brought to the notice of the higher authroties.Besides this, Students’Council is formed which works as a chain between students and Principal.Student Welfare Association is also there to handle such problems.

Women Cell :

The Women Redressal Cell attends to various complaints from the girl students in the campus, especially to issues regarding women harassment.Appropriate  and prompt actions are assured to complainants approaching the cell.  To enlighten the girl students of the college about their legal rights & women empowerment several workshops are also conducted.
Career Guidance and Placement Unit:
College has a regular placement unit functioning under the Vice-Principal which works toguide the students to explore  career opportunities and  organizes JobFests.  It further helps in the professional development of the students by training them towards employability skills facilitatingthem to move into a desired occupation.

Auditorium:

The college boasts of an auditorium that has the capacity to accommodate 700 people.Various academicand cultural programs are staged for all round personality development of the students.
Drinking Water:

RO water purifiers attached to two water coolers are availableon every floor of the college for the staff and students. Water dispensers are also available in various offices, staff room, departments, library etc.

Health Center-
There is a provision of a HealthCare Centre in the college with one pharmacist Students are given all kind of basic medical facility in their hour of need. Medicines are given as First-aid under the supervision of the Pharmacist.Serious cases are referred to the hospital. 
Canteen 
Canteen Hall is located in the basement area of the premises. One big kitchen, Pantry and Serving Counter are attached to it. It also has an adjoining area with fixed benches and covered gazeboes with seating arrangement. Students are given breakfast, lunch and other snacks and refreshment facilities. Each year canteen contract is renewed keeping in view past performance and viability after fulfilling the mandatory prerequisites specified in the tender.

The Chandigarh Administration has tied up with SPIC (Society for Promotion of IT in Chandigarh) and it has provided Campus Solution Software which has been installed in the college so that the students can apply for different courses online, assignments can be submitted online, along with the student’s attendance being postedonline.As this software is in existence, more and more services beneficial for both students and faculty will be added in the coming time. The complete database of the students of all the Government colleges will be maintained and linked to common server.Further more,PowerPoint presentations on the topics related to the syllabi are available online for the students. With the help of all these facilities it has become easier for the students and the faculty to interact more with one another.

4.3.5 How does the institution facilitate extensive use of ICT resources including development and use of computer-aided teaching/ learning materials by its staff and students? 
The college facilitates extensive use of Information and Communication Technology to all the faculty members and students in the campus. The college premises are fully Wi-Fi enabled. There are public access ICT points such as UGC Resource Centre, Smart Class Rooms, Multi Media Rooms, Common Library, Departmental Laboratory etc.  The college has provided laptops to the faculty members to enable them to make use of smart class rooms for computer enabled teaching. All the departments have sufficient number of computers for implementing ICT facility for the students. The students can also access the attendance percentage online through website as and when uploaded and submit assignments and projects through e-mail to their teachers. The staff members are aware of ICT and are conducting teaching work  through PPTs in order to make teaching and learning process more effective.. Eighteen Computers with latest configuration were installed in the Department of Computer Science to develop skill in the students according to its acceptability in the market.

There are smart class rooms in the college which enable on-line teaching to the students. The experts from different universities/Institutions from anywhere can deliver live lecture to our students and the students can also access lecture from internet through smart class rooms. The college library has subscribed more than 40 e-Journals and magazines for improving the use of Information and Communication Technology by the staff and students. The ICT enabled Multi- media centre offers a big space for the students to independent learning. The UGC Network Resource Centre facilitates the students to update their ICT knowledge, research aptitude especially by the M.Com students. The College Website provides full fledged materials in Power Point Presentation form on all the subjects which enable the students to access, download and study independently round the clock.

The institution has an effective internal monitoring mechanism ensured through the Nodal Officer, College Development Committee and Care taker. Further, the institution utilizes the services of the Engineering Department (Electrical, Civil and Public Health Wings) for the maintenance of infrastructure.   Day to day maintenance is carried out by the maintenance department for cleaning and maintenance of buildings.

Some of the technicians of engineering department are stationed in the campus and their services are available round the clock.

5.1.4 What are the specific support services/facilities available for students from SC/ST, OBC and economically weaker sections

· Students from SC/ST, OBC and economically weaker sections

Students from SC/ST/OBC and economically weaker sections are offered full and half-fee concession, free stationery, text books,scholarships, reservation at the admission, free remedial classes andfree classes are also held for them to face competition exams. 

Students with physical disabilities

For students with physical disabilities, the college has special enabling unit to look after their needs. Students are provided all sorts of help like Fee Concession, Reservation on the time of admission.Extension lectures, poster making, slogan writing, poem writing and workshops were organized to strengthen them emotionally and morally. Enabling unit was set up under UGC 11th Plan Merged Schemes which looks after their needs. Trips were organized and Counseling sessions with experts were held. National Days are observed and celebrated. For instance, White Cane Safety Day, World Disabled Day was organized. Counseling session with experts from Government Medical College & Hospital Sector-32, Chandigarh was also organized.
· Overseas students
Overseas students are given support during their initial college days to adapt to the new environment. This is being done by the tutors of concerned department. Besides, the college gives special help to these students in terms of overcoming language barriers, if any. There were 19 students from Afghanistan in the session 2013-14.
· Students to participate in various competitions/National and International
Students are encouraged to participate in various competitions like Youth Festival (Zonal, Inter Zonal, and Inter Varsity). The students of the college participated in 17 inter college tournaments and inter varsity competitions.UGC funded coaching classes- NET/SLET for Post Graduate students are also organized. In addition, coaching classes ‘Entry in Services’ are also open for all students of the college. These classes are held to prepare students for written test of competitive exams. Classes for Maths and Reasoning, General Studies, English and Communication Skills are conducted.  Resource Persons from coaching centers take classes in Quantitative Ability, Data Interpretation, GeneralAwareness etc. More than 7 students cleared Bank Probationary Officers’ Examination in the session 2010-11.
· Medical assistance to students: health centre, health insurance etc.
There is a full time pharmacist in the health centre of the college for providing immediate first-aid to the ailing students and employees of the college. In addition to this, Medical Camp, Eye Camp, Blood Donation Camps are regularly organized. A Dental Camp is also organized. 
· Organizing coaching classes for competitive exams
UGC funded coaching classes namely NET/SLET, ‘Entry in-Services’(banking, civil services etc.) especially for students belonging to SC/ST/OBC,  (excluding creamy layer) minorities and economically backward families were conducted. Adequate number of books has been purchased for competitive exams for the students.

· Skill development (Spoken English, computer literacy, etc.)

Skill development programs like compulsory classes on personality development are held as a part of curriculum in the final year of under-graduate stream. Training, Placements, Career Counseling Cell and activities of several societies took up various activities of skill development. Free computer classes for staff and students are held regularly.
· Support for “slow learners”
Remedial classes and extra classes are held for ‘Slow Learners’ after the teaching hours. They are helped in preparing assignments, problem-solving exercises and special personal attention is given to them by the faculty members. 
· Exposures of students to other institution of higher learning/ corporate/business  house etc.
Students of Post Graduation in Commerce stream are exposed to 45 days training programme with corporate houses or banks and business houses like industries etc. Their training is concluded with submission of Project Report to their teachers who act as their guides. Students are also exposed to the corporate sector through placement drives and career guidance programs organized by the Career Counselling and Placement Cell. Centralized Job Fest is held annually under which outgoing students face organizations who visit campus for employment of students. Department of English introduced a language lab in Functional English. Students participated in Media Fest and were encouraged to make a mark at the National Film Festival. A trip was organized by the college to seek awareness regarding the working of the industrial units at Solan, Himachal Pradesh. 54 students went on the trip. 
· Publication of student magazines
The college magazine “Amaranth” is brought out annually. The Department of English  publishes newsletter annually and NSS unit of the college publishes “Prayas” annually to highlight various activities conducted during the year.

5.1.5 Describe the efforts made by the institution to facilitate entrepreneurial skills, among the students and the impact of the efforts.

Entrepreneurial Development workshop on ‘Fruit and Vegetable Processing’ was organized twice in collaboration with Agro Processing Entrepreneurship Center, Industrial Area, Chandigarh. The students were rendered information regarding setting up of own unit, procurement of raw material, packaging and marketing of final product in the market. It also demonstrated the preparation of commonly available fruits and vegetables into value added products like fruit juices, fruit squashes, jams, jellies, marmalades, sauces, chutneys, pickles, vinegar and dried vegetables. The students were provided EDP Training Certificates issued by Directorate of Industries, Chandigarh Administration. Many students have financially benefited from this workshop. The Career Counselling and Placement Cell of the college also encouraged the students to start their own venture.

Special teaching classes are also held for such students and they are accommodated in every way so much sothat  they are also given exemption from attendance as decided.

Refreshments and uniforms are provided to students as per Chandigarh Administration and rules framed by the Directorate of Higher Education, Chandigarh.The college arranges meals and refreshment for the students during practice and performance in competitions. Sports kit with uniform and sports material as per requirement is also provided to the students

Incentives like fee concession, scholarships, free ships etc. are provided to outstanding students in the field of sports, culture and other activities.

To facilitate the students in preparing for competitive exams, classes for UGC NET/SLET, ‘Entry in Services’ were held. During 2010-11, 40 students from college and other colleges attended classes for UGC NET/ SLET. Out of 12 students who appeared in UGC NET/ SLET exam, 7 students cleared UGC with JRF.

During 2012-13, NET/ SLET classes were conducted in commerce and 21 students attended the classes, out of which 1 student cleared UGC NET and 1 student cleared UGC JRF. Classes for ‘Entry in Services’ were also conducted which prepared the students for Banking Competitive Exams. 11 students cleared the written exam in Banking and 5 students cleared Personal Interviews and some took job as Probationary Officers and Clerical Cadre jobs.

Job Fest

Centralized ‘Job Fest’ is organized in the college annually. Job seekers from Chandigarh, Mohali, Panchkula etc. appear for the interviews.  During 2013-14 Job Fest, There was an overwhelming response from job seekers and companies from across the region 17 companies from various sectors participated in the Job Fair. Participating campanies spanned across industries including banking, accounting, retailing and insurance sectors. Some of these included Mark and Spencer, Birla Sunrise, Reliance Trends, Indus Bank, Axis Bank, Videocon, Onicra, Crisil, DLF, Westside etc.  Approximately 728 candidates were interviewed by 27 companies in the college campus and 251 got selected. Extra Curricular Activities

There are a number of societies which are formed at the beginning of every academic session. These societies organize a wide range of activities such as workshop on Gender issues, Community Hygiene and Sanitation, Drug De-addiction, Stress Management, Traffic Awareness and Road Awareness, Best out ofWaste, AIDS Awareness, Environment Awareness, Reservation and Promotion of Culture and Heritage etc. These activities consists of competition about quizzes, debates, workshops, rallies, poster making, talks, slogan writing, essay writing, photo exhibition, outreach programmes, free plantation and cleanliness, paper exhibitions, social advertising etc.

Library Activities

1. Display of Books / Exhibitions: - New books are displayed at the Display Window near the entrance of the Library to bring these to the notice of readers. Exhibitions are also arranged periodically on some topics of interest or on a particular subject.

2. Display Board:-Current information on various aspects e.g. information related to health, career, religion, etc. is displayed on display boards of the college.

3. Clipping File:- A clipping file is maintained by the Library to have a record of all the information related to the college covered in the newspapers from time to time.

4. Library Orientation Programme:-A Library Orientation Programme at the onset of the session is a regular feature of the college. The aim of the programme is to educate the fresher’s about important role of the library in widening their horizon and an introduction to the library’s resources and services is also given. This programme is organized in two parts which include “instructional” under which guidelines and instructions on how to make the best use of the library services are given. Second part of this programme is the personal contact programme in which all the students are taken around the library to acquaint them with the layout, setup and wealth of the library. All the students are taken the round the library by the library staff and are taught  the basics of how to locate a book and how to use the OPAC to search the location of a book. 

4. Book Exhibition:- Library department has a healthy tradition of organizing book exhibition on all important local, national and international events is a regularly organized by the library with the motive to acquaint the students with the relevance and importance of such events. The department organized a book exhibition   “Know Your Library” in the beginning of the session. The objective of this exhibition was to make wealth of the college library known to the students of the college and to enable them to read maximum number of books. 

5. Library Society:- In order to associate the college students with activities of the college library,  LIBRARY SOCIETY has also been constituted.

6. Library Related Competition:-  As part of the readers motivation programme,the library department organized the following competitions from 25th to 28th November 2013 :-

· Book /Reference Hunting
· Essay Writing 
· Book Jacket Making
· Slogan Writing
· Collage  making

The sole objective of these competitions was to bring the college students to the library and to inculcate love and interest for reading of good books. 53 students participated in these competitions. 

7. Collection Building: The college library purchases books of more than Rs. 4.50 Lakhs and subscribes several new subject journals. Total number of newspapers, magazines and journals is 17, 48 and 40 respectively. The collection of books is approximately 38,800. 

Other activities performed in the Library:-

1. Distribution of SC/ST Grant:-SC/ST students are provided free books and stationery under a scheme of the Govt. of India.
2. College Magazine:-College magazine is also distributed in the library by the library staff. 
3. Sale of prospectus and admission forms:-Prospectus and admission forms are sold in the library by the library staff.
4. Making of Identity Cards:-Library Department issues Identity Cards of all the students on rolls in the college.
5. Purchase of books for annual prize distribution of the college:-Every year prize coupons for the meritorious students are issued by the department of library and books are also purchased by them.
5.3.3 How does the college seek and use data and feedback from its graduates and employers, to improve the performance and quality of the institutional provisions?

Feedback from the students about the performance and quality of institution is taken as it is a reflection on their way of teaching.  ACRs of employees are also filled up and graded on the basis of performance of the employees by the employers. Feedback is analyzed for the appraisal and corrective measures are takenfor the smooth functioning of the entire institution.

The Department of English also publishes its Newsletter every year.  It consists of write ups on activities conducted by the department throughout the year and is filled with articles & facts which are illustrated with pictures.

5.3.5 Does the college have a Student Council or any similar body? Give details on its selection, constitution, activities and funding. 

Yes, the college has a Students’ Council. The University holds elections for the Students’ Council every year. 

Selection: The four offices Bearers-President, Vice President, Secretary and Joint Secretary are elected directly by the students on the campus. Elections for the Students’ Council in various departments is held generally in the month of September on a date and time as may be fixed by the Dean Student Welfare, Punjab University, Chandigarh. The entire process of elections, commencing from the date of filing of nomination papers to the date of declaration of results including the campaign period does not exceed 10 days. The Dean Student Welfare also notifies that the date of elections to each department for the information of the students at least seven days before the date fixed for the elections. The head of department is the Returning Officer for the election of Class Representatives. However he has the authority to appoint one or more members of the teaching staff as Polling Officers.
Constitution: The Constitution for the Elections of the Student Council is as per Panjab University Norms.

Activities: 
· To promote healthy corporate life on the campus.
· To ensure maintenance of proper Academic Atmosphere and orderliness on the College Campus.
· To help in allocation of amalgamated fund for different authorized purposes and activities connected with Student Welfare.
· To assist in organizing various cultural, religious and sports functions.
Funding: No Funding is provided for the election of Students Council. The candidate can expend maximum of Rs. 5000 for the purpose of canvassing. Each candidate, within two weeks of declaration of results submits complete and certified accounts to the college authorities with the view to prevent the inflow of funds from the political parties into the student election process. The candidates are specially barred from utilizing funds from any sources other than voluntary contribution from the student body.

College Council of the students is organized every year through election among the students. There is anti sexual harassment committee where students’ representatives are selected. The college believes in student centric activities and participation of the students is encouraged through various activities carried out by the students. For instance, Central Students’ Association, the College Magazine, Anti-Sexual Harassment Committee, Cultural Committee and Alumni Association.

This is done in order to ensure that proper communication and coordination is maintained between the former and the present faculty; the students etc. This is done by organizing Alumni meet, Group Meetings, Cultural and sports functions, Social Networking, NSS Camps, Blood Donation Camps, Eye Donation Camps, Campus Placements etc. on regular basis. Protectoral duties are assigned to ensure discipline and smooth conduct of classes. Last alumni meet was held on 11th January, 2014 by the post graduate department of commerce which was attended by retired and present faculty members and old students (2003 batch onwards).

Annual plans for various activities are developed by society and the planners mailed to the DHE (e.g. 8 Society planners) and incorporated with overall activity schedule for the academic year.

Every effort is made to satisfy the need of the students from diverse background including SC/ST/OBC/Minorities and below poverty line. Participation in community services through extension and societies to develop dignity of labour innovative and value-based education for inculcating social responsibilities and participatory spirit amongst the student community is promoted.

All the policy matters and action plans are discussed/ deliberated in Advisory Council and IQAC under the overall supervision of the Principal. For designing and implementation of Quality Policy, various committees and societies are constituted for a variety of activities like admissions, conduct of examination, research and extension activities, curricular and co-curricular activities, academic activities etc. to translate plans into proper implementation. Annual plans for various activities are developed by the societies, departments, activity in-charges and the convener of various committees .These are mailed to the DHE and incorporated with overall activity schedule for the academic year. The leadership interacts regularly with both the students and higher authorities. Strict discipline and compliance is ensured by the authorities.

6.1.3. What is the involvement of the leadership in ensuring?
· The policy statements and action plans for fulfillment of the stated mission

With complete autonomy to govern the institution, the Principal of the college supervises the work of the institution within the purview of the rules and regulations framed by the government. In the beginning of the academic year, a self-mapping exercise is conducted for the staff by IQAC. This exercise exposes the strengths and challenges of each of the personnel to draw a potential map, which gives insight to the management, for the distribution of responsibilities.

· Formulation of action plans   for all operations and incorporation of the same into the institutional strategic plan 

Annual planner comprising of tentative activities to be performed by various societies and departments is prepared and approved by IQAC and the same is implemented. Each member of the staff has a definite role to play in one or more committees and contributes to the desired objective. Principal, as the head of the institution appoints the conveners for various committees with the consent of the advisory body, and further nominates the members of committees in consultation with the respective conveners based on the potential map. Official notice is issued along with the guidelines defining the roles and responsibilities of the committees. The committees prepare action plans and the same are submitted to the Principal for approval. The committees carry out the activities and its report is uploaded at the college website and a copy is sent to the conveners at the end of the academic year. All these activities are evaluated by the IQAC.  The faculty is informed of their duties and responsibilities by the head of the institution in the scheduled staff meetings and departmental briefings. The administrative staff is given a job map along with the roles and responsibilities.

· Interaction with stakeholders:

All the stakeholders take on leadership responsibilities in the college, or give voice to their ideas and perspectives with both the students and higher authorities. The Alumni Association plays a pro active role in the college activities. Parent-teacher meetings, Students’ council meetings, Staff meetings and Tutorial group meetings are held at regular intervals to interact with the stakeholders. The institution ensures the involvement of all the stakeholders for enhancing quality of higher education of the institution; internal coordination; monitoring and feedback mechanism. 

· Proper support for policy and planning through need analysis, research inputs and consultations with the stakeholders.

There is interaction with the staff (teaching and non- teaching), students in the form of feedback taken from the students individually and also from the elected representatives of the Students’ Council, alumni and parents at regular intervals. The issues are discussed at length. Their valuable suggestions giving inputs for all ongoing plans are taken care of. The IQAC analyses these suggestions and incorporates them in policy planning and plan of the action on quality education.

The academic programmes offer and train the students regarding the basic and advanced concepts of the subject. Regular update of syllabus helps the student to keep with pace of the recent developments and challenges in the concerned field. The college wishes and works in producing responsible and valuable citizens for the nation. Building up socially productive, healthy optimistic civilians, acquiring comprehensive competitive skills and talents, ethical values and concern of environment, quest for knowledge based education, establishing continuous intellectual activity and co-response to changes.

6.1.4 What are the procedures adopted by the institution to monitor and evaluate policies and plans of the institution for effective implementation and improvement from time to time?

The head of the institution plays a pro-active role in overall development of the institution. At the beginning of the session, IQAC prepares plan of action based on inputs received from various departments, societies and other activity in-charges. On the basis of this action plan specific duties are allocated to each and every member of the staff. There is an annual duty list which has more than sixty committees and is headed by a convener who is officially notified to carry out the activities throughout the year and submit the action taken report at the end of the session. Outcomes and activities are evaluated by IQAC and changes, as and when required are incorporated in the system. The institution obtains the verbal feedbacks and suggestions from the various stakeholders and students on the implementation of policies and plans in the institution. There is internal mechanism to monitor and evaluate policies and plans for effective implementation and improvement. The operations and implementation of decisions taken are further evaluated.  Meetings are also held regularly to supervise and guide for effective implementation of the institutional plans.  Alumni associations also play an important part in evaluation of the policies and plans as an effective external feedback mechanism.

Generally, the senior most faculty of the department is made in-charge of the department to supervise the activities of the department like:

· Time-Table distribution and subject allotment.
· Conduct of class tests, assignment, project work and departmental functions.

· To hold seminars, workshops, debates, quiz competition, slogan writing etc.
· Books purchased according to the needs of the departments.
· Departmental meetings are held on a continuous basis to monitor and evaluate the plans for further improvement in the syllabi, assessment, student participation extension activities within the college.

The senior faculty members are appointed as in-charge and co-ordinators of various committees and are also given autonomy for the implementation of the action plans and policies for which the required logistical support is provided:

· Staff members are involved in the decision making process through participation in important committees like Planning Board, Building Committee, Discipline Committee, Examination, Promotion of Research, Introduction of New Courses etc.

How does the college delegate authority and provide   operational autonomy to the departments / units of the institution and work towards decentralized governance system?

To promote and achieve objectives of higher education towards decentralized governance mechanism the following measures have been adopted:
· The Principal delegates some of his powers like attestation of forms, issuance of bus pass etc.
· Co-ordinators at college level – Co-ordinators are appointed for NAAC, Academic Co-ordinator, UGC Co-ordinator, NSS & NCC Co-ordinator, Cultural activities’ Co-ordinator. Scholarship in-charge, Fees in-charge, Exam in-charge. All the above said will go a long way in grooming leadership at various levels. 
· Faculty members are allotted responsibilities during all college minor and major functions allowing the faculty members to showcase their talent, develop supervisory skills and decision making.
· Tutor-ward system exists in the college in the ratio of 1: 40 students to help the students in all the problems they face and to act as guiding and motivating forces. 
· Office functions under the supervision of Superintendent(Establishment)and Superintendent(Accounts)
· Policies and plans of the college are framed after detailed discussion and deliberations in the staff council meetings. Suggestions of the staff are given due importance and decisions are taken on the basis of consensus.
· Even in departmental meetings action plan for the department is chalked out after thorough discussion among faculty members of the department.
· Students and non-teaching members are also made part of various committees and as such enhance the scope for participative management.
· Alumni Association, parents, NGOs, students, CPDC participation in decision making process leads to participative management.

Yes, the college promotes a culture of participative management the details of which are given below:
The administration actively takes part in the working of the institution. There is a college council which takes important decisions under the chairpersonship of the Principal who inspires the staff members through positive interaction in staff meeting held from time to time and by personal interaction to give their best in their teaching assignments. The Principal communicates to the staff the decisions taken by themanagement and ensures that all the decisions are implemented properly. The Head of the institution is responsible to constitute different committees involving the staff members and looks after the financial expenditure and manages the funds for different developmental activities taking place on the campus. The teaching and non- teaching staff contributes in decision making through their valuable suggestions as each one is allocated a specific duty and responsibility.

The college will strengthen the system of evaluation of teachers by students by giving Feedback forms to the students as it enables the teachers to develop a sense of openness, sense of introspection and an insight to accept the situations to improve their performance in teaching.

We have the suggestion boxes where students share their suggestions, ideas or comments. These suggestions will be scrutinized periodically and taken into account for further improvement.

Recognition of Achievements
The college will continue the policy of felicitating and rewarding the faculty on their achievements in academics, social as well as personal life.

Introduction of Innovations in Evaluation Process

As per the Punjab University guidelines, the college will continue to strengthen the evaluation process, where student’s academic performance will be evaluated continuously by conducting tests, assignments, presentations, projects, viva- voce, term examinations, etc.

Teaching & Learning:
Innovations to be introduced in Admission Process and Student Profile

Introduction of Job Oriented Programmes: We want to be the pioneer institution to commence innovative unaided specialprogrammes leading to degrees,  to commensurate with the needs of students in focused academic areas having employment potential. We will commence the innovative unaided specialty programmes leading to post-graduate degrees also.
Catering to Diverse Needs: The college will conduct bridge and remedial courses for educationally disadvantaged students. The college will support the advanced learners and concentrate on enhancing aspects like knowledge, attitude and skill.
Students will be encouraged to participate in co-curricular and extra-curricular activities. Interactions with students at various levels will help to assess students’ knowledge and skill. Elaborative lectures of guest faculty will be organized to broaden the knowledge horizon of learners.

Parent Meetings- Invitation of Parents’ Views: Meetings of the parents will be conducted regularly where we will discuss theattendance and performance of the students with the parents and will make an appeal to them to participate in improving the academic performance of their wards. A Job Fest in collaboration with various industries to benefit the students is also organised which is open to students of all the colleges in and around the city.

The Principal gets a constant   feedback from teachers and students with regard to the teaching quality, curriculum, extracurricular activities and infrastructural demands.  The Director Higher Educationholdsregular meetings withthe Principal of the college and the information gathered from different sources is discussed for further implementation after going through the available resources and modalities.

Annual reports of the college are published every year at the end of the academic session and regular correspondence between the institute and the higher education department is another way of informing the stakeholders and top management.A brief report of all the activities, e- content etc are uploaded on college website for the benefit of the stakeholders. Regular meetings are held for positive interaction between the Principal and the staff; the Principal and Heads of the various departments; the Principal and conveners of the various societies.

6.2.6 How does the management encourage and support involvement of the staff in improving the   effectiveness and efficiency of the institutional processes?

Democratic and decentralized functioning of the institution is always encouraging and supporting the staff in improving the   effectiveness and efficiency of the institutional processes. It actively involves the staff members in decision-making process by involving them in various activities related to the development of the college.
The objective of forming different committees under the supervision of convener is to facilitate the smooth and efficient implementation of the institutional processes. All the staff members are involved in these committees as per their seniority, experience and interest in a particular field. Regular meetings are held as and when necessary. Also, the budget allocation and sanctions concerned with carrying out the particular activity is discussed thoroughly by the principal with the convener and other members. The convener takes constant review of the working of the members and helps in caring out any hurdle in the proper functioning.The Principal being in -charge of all the committees acts as coordinator-in-chief to supervise the efficient working of the committees in time with the schedule of the academic calendar. The staff members are involved by way of constitution of various committees such as Building Committee, Admission Committee, Advisory Committee, Examination Committee etc.

6.2.10. During the last four years had there been any instances of court cases filed by and against the institute? Provide details on the issues and decisions of the courts on these?   

Sh. Vinod Kumar Yadav peon was engaged through service provider out of Salary Head on dated 17/11/2009.The workman applied leave from 04/04/2009 to 18/04/2009. Vinod Kumar did not turn up even after the leave period, so he was replaced by Sh. Paramjeet Singh. The workman has served a demand draft notice through the Presiding Officer, Industrial Tribunal-cum- Labor Court, UT, Chandigarh on 16/03/2009.

The present status is that the case is in process in the Court of Tribunal-cum- Labor Court, Sector-18, Chandigarh.

6.2.11 Does the Institution have a mechanism for analyzing student feedback on institutional performance? If ‘yes’, what was the outcome and response of the institution to such an effort? 

The institute has a clearly set and defined mechanism of obtaining feedback from the students to improve the performance and quality of the institutional provisions. The   advisory committee consisting of the senior teachers collects the exit level feedback from the graduates regarding learning processes. The post graduate departments have developed a format to obtain the feedback of its students, who are employed in various organizations. Inputs are obtained from them and further used to improvise the overall competency of the students for employability.
6.3 
Faculty Empowerment Strategies

6.3.1 What are the efforts made by the institution to enhance the professional development of its teaching and non-teaching staff?

The college identifies individual’s area of aptitude and accordingly assigns dutiesand responsibilities of staff. The college encourages organization and participation in national seminars and workshops. The teaching staff attends orientation and refresher courses, workshops, training and induction programmes so as to enhance their professional development and knowledge as well as it is a requirement for the promotion to senior and selection grade. More so, during the tutorial classes teachers are trained to identify the problems of the students. Though professional development or skill up gradation and training for the non-teaching staff has not been organized in past five years, free yoga classes and sports activities have been encouraged for all for promoting healthy environment. 

6.3.2 What are the strategies adopted by the institution for faculty empowerment through training, retraining and motivating the employees for the roles and responsibility they perform?

The faculty members are reinvigorated through participation in various orientation programmes, refresher courses, workshops and seminars that are conducted from time to time at Inter-State/Inter-University level. The faculty members are further encouraged to use more and more computers and internet resources in their teaching. For this, the college has developed smart class rooms and the staff takes their regular classes in these smart classrooms. The teacher is trained to teach through power point presentations and they are updated time to time by organizing computer skill classes in the college with the help of BCA department. The computer teachers help the faculties to handle the computer and its applications without facing any problem and the staff has shown their keen interest in learning these skills.

The faculty also uses audio-visual aids in teaching some specific topics like videos, recordings and visiting studios with the students and made their own documentaries. This only can be possible because of the training given to the staff. 

The college has been conducting staff development programmes for the teaching staff. The college organized a workshop-cum-training programme on counseling services from 31st January to 3rd February, 2011. The workshop was organized for the teachers so that they are efficiently able to:

· Provide counseling services to the students

· Perceive the misconceptions about counseling

· Develop helping skills 

· Develop coping skills among the students during the exam days

6.3.3 Provide details on the performance appraisal system of the staff to evaluate and ensure that information on multiple activities is appropriately captured and considered for better appraisal.

The college receives ACR proforma from teaching and non-teaching staff members annually. The proforma is divided into three parts as: 

Personal Data- This covers general information about the employee like date of joining the service, regular/permanent, qualifications, subject of teaching, date of birth etc.

Self-Appraisal- This part covers the academic result of the class to which the teacher taught, sources of teaching, research output, organizing and attending the seminars, contribution of the employee in curricular and co-curricular activities etc.

Assessment by the Reporting Officer- This part covers the decisions made by the concerned head of institute on the basis of Part I and Part II.

The Principal evaluates the performance of staff and gives grading according to the work performed.

6.3.4    What is the outcome of the review of the performance appraisal reports by the management and the major decisions taken? How are they communicated to the appropriate stakeholders?

The Principal of the institution submits the performance appraisal reports of its teaching and non-teaching staff with certain comments to the DirectorHigher Education are reviewed properly. In case of any adverse remarks made by the higher authorities, the same is conveyed/communicated to the concerned faculty member for further improvements.

6.3.5
What are the welfare schemes available for teaching and non teaching staff? What percentage of staff have availed the benefit of such schemes in the last four years? 

Number of welfare schemes are available for the teaching and non-teaching staff like General Provident Fund, Contributory Provident Fund, Medical Facilities, pension, Group Insurance Scheme, government accommodations, interest free and interest bearing advances (like motor car advances, house building advance etc); deputation and foreign services; travelling allowance; leave travel concession, study leave; maternity leave, child care leave etc. The staff may avail all the available facilities as and when needed.

6.3.6 What are the measures taken by the Institution for attracting and retaining eminent faculty?

The faculties are given full opportunity to conduct research work of their interest with financial support from different organizations and the college provides infrastructure and other facilities to the faculty. However, the institute provides best academic environment for their teachers and also allows them to enhance and update their subject knowledge under the faculty development programmes provided by UGC. It would not be out of place to mention that the government pays the eminent persons a handsome salary for their retention.

6.4 Financial Management and Resource Mobilization 
6.4.1 What is the institutional mechanism to monitor effective and efficient use of available financial resources?

The college gets financial resources in the form of OE (NP) for salaries and other expenses and M&S (PLAN) i.e. material and supplies for the purchase of items like computers, furniture, books etc in the annual budget from govt. of India through Chandigarh Administration. It also gets grants from UGC for various developmental activities and projects. The college generates internal resources through fees collected from the students. It is collected in three components i.e. Tuition fee, PLA funds and University fees. Tuition fee is deposited in the government treasury whereas PLA funds and university fees are retained by the college. PLA funds are utilized for the welfare activities of the students and University fee is sent to Punjab University for examination fee and youth festival etc.

Government funds are utilized and monitored by the Superintendent (Accounts), Accountant and different committees constituted of faculty members under the control of Principal, Vice Principal and Dean of the college. Bursar of the college advises Principal in the financial matters pertaining to utilization of funds for the welfare activities of the students.

There is a central purchase committee headed by the senior most Principal amongst all the govt. college in the city. It makes centralized purchase of materials and supplies as per the requisition received.All purchases are made as per GFR and DFR rules and purchase of items worth less than one lakh is done by the Internal Purchase Committee under the control of the Principal.

6.4.2 What are the institutional mechanisms for internal and external audit?  When was the last audit done and what are the major audit objections? Provide the details on compliance.

Internal Audit is done by the local funds auditors from the finance accounts department of the Chandigarh Administration. It is done periodically mainly pertaining to PLA funds utilized for the welfare of the students. Moreover, there is an internal audit mechanism that comprises of Bursar, Superintendent (Accounts) and the funds clerk of the college for funds, the accountant and Superintendent (Accounts) for government funds /grants.

External audit is carried out by the audit team from the office of Accountant General (Punjab and UT) once in three years. It is done mainly for the grants/budget received from the government under the heads OE (NP) and M & S plan for payment of salaries of the staff and purchase of items for the college respectively. Last audit was done in the year 2011 and there are no major or minor objections as per audit report submitted by the AG audit team.

6.4.3 What are the major sources of institutional receipts/funding and how is the deficit managed? Provide audited income and expenditure statement of academic and administrative activities of the previous four years and the reserve fund/corpus available with Institutions, if any.
The college receives funds from U.T. administration, Chandigarh and also getfinancial   resources from self financing courses. It also receives grants from UGC for various purposes.  Moreover, it receives funds/fees from students, a major portion of which is spent on student welfare activities. There is no deficit in the budget as it receives from the government. There is provision of reserve fund/corpus in the institution.

The college follows UGC norms.To maintain standard of Higher Education, the external authority is rendered to the affiliating university i.e. Panjab University under the guidance of the Director Higher Education.

In order to continuously review the teaching learning process an academic calendar, weekly teaching plan, calendar of activities are formed in the beginning of the session. The review of teaching and learning process is being continuously monitored by the IQAC by evaluating the academic performance of each faculty and strict discipline is ensured through time table, proctorial duties, 75% attendance, discipline etc. Regular tutorial meetings on weekly basis are conducted to know about the grievances of the students, if any on teaching -learning and other aspects.
Structure

The IQAC is headed by the Principal as its Chairman. The other members of IQAC include 1 Co-ordinator, 7 Faculty Members, 2 Administrative Officers, 1 Alumnus.

Methodologies of operations
The college has introduced Feedback form System to evaluate the performance of faculty and find out satisfaction level of students. The responses of the students are remained confidential and reported only in combination with the responses of the other students so as to avoid any kind of fear in the minds of the students that their responses will be seen by the faculty members. This system ensures fearlessness in the students so that theycan give their free and frank opinion about their teachers. The information collected through these forms is analyzed further and given to each subject faculty for his/her improvement in the teaching performance. It provides faculty with feedback about their effectiveness as teachers.Academic audit is conducted to monitor and evaluate the quality ofteaching learning.

Outcome

The outcome of teaching learning process is not only improved results in University Examination but also ever increasing number of studentssecuring first division.

6.5.7 How does the institution communicate its quality assurance policies, mechanisms and outcomes to the various internal and external stakeholders?

The institution communicates its quality assurance policies, mechanism and outcomes to the various internal stakeholders through notices, internal memos, meetings etc. and to the various external stakeholders through press releases, letters, information brochures,advertisements, leaflets, websites etc. Regular Parent-teacher meetings, Alumni meet and directions and regular reporting to the Director Higher Education regarding the working in the institution is done. Strict adherence to Panjab University norms and regulations is followed.

VII: INNOVATIONS AND BEST PRACTICES

7.1 Environment Consciousness

7.1.1. Does the institution conduct Green Audit of its campus and facilities?

The college is committed to make the campus green and Eco-Friendly but there is no formal arrangement for the Green Audit in the college. NSS, NCC and the Environment Awareness Society of the college are playing an active role in planting trees, plants(medicinal) and organizing various workshops and rallies on Environment awareness. Green house has been constructed for healthy plants and the campus has been declared non-smoking and no polythene zone.

7.1.2. What are the initiatives taken by the college to make the campus eco-friendly?

· Energy Conservation
Energy conservation refers to reducing energy consumption through using less of an energy service. The anatomy of the college building is such that all the classrooms are airy, fully ventilated and well lit. Therefore minimum electricity is being consumed in the college.Identifying the problem areas where energy is being lost or inefficiently used, the college makes sure that each electronic item should be unplugged when it is not in use because appliances still draw current even when switched off. It is instructed to all the faculties and students to switch off the light and fans whenever classes are over.Energy saving equipment is being used in all the computer labs.
· Use of Renewable Energy
The college has a solar system the sensitive equipments have been installed and kept at the proper places in the respective departments. The voltage fluctuation is done away with by using UPS.  For instance, to maintain proper voltage of college a solar system of 210KWp is provided by the CRST Department, under the aegis of Department of Science and Technology, Chandigarh Administration, Chandigarh. Proper sheds have been constructed for the storage of such equipment. Renewableenergy is the energy that comes from resources which are naturally replenished on a human timescale such as sunlight, wind, rain etc. On ‘AkshayUrja Divas’ a talk was organized by the NSS Department of the college. The students of the college were sensitized by various rallies and workshops on solar and wind energy. A rally on ‘Oil Conservation’ was also held in the college campus to make the students aware on various issues regarding the renewable sources of energy.

· Water Harvesting

Water accumulated on roof top is not drained in the sewerage system but its outlet is connected with the college ground which helps in recharging the ground water and arresting the decreasing level of ground water. Water harvesting is the collection of runoff for productive purposes. Instead of runoff being left to cause erosion, it is harvested and utilized. In the college, water accumulated on roof-top is not drained in the sewerage system but its outlet is connected with the college ground which helps in recharging the ground water and arresting the decreasing level of ground water.

· Efforts for carbon neutrality
The college at its own level has taken up certain preventive measures to check the emission of carbon dioxide. The ever increasing carbon level in the atmosphere is a great hazard for the human beings and global warming. To check this more and more trees have been planted during the last four years. There is herbal garden in the college in which various medicinal plants were planted and there is complete ban on the burning of the dry leaves in the college premises. 

· Plantation
To arrest the depleting ozone layer and global warming a tree plantation drive was organized and citizens were urged to plant more and more trees and plants in their vicinity. The detailed report of the tree Plantation drive is given below:-

These include student feedback in class room teaching, subject wise and teacher wise appraisal on the basis of university examination and annual confidential report of the teaching and non-teaching staff is prepared.Through these mechanisms, the Principal distributes her power to the heads of the departments and a large number of educational and administrative committees so that the college is able to achieve all its goals and objectives in democratic manner.The students of the college have the facility to put their demands, complaints, suggestion through suggestion box and their direct meeting with the teachers or the head of the institution.The faculty of the college is committed to provide the institutional atmosphere for teaching and learning. To encourage the use of facility of library, topics are assigned to the students in the class and they are advised to consult relevant literature, books, journals etc. The students are advised to look for the material available online to make them competent in the use of online sources and educational websites as well. Classroom discussions are encouraged with the aim of improving general awareness of the students. Every possible effort is made to enhance the ability of the students to read, write and communicate well. In order to improve the academic skills of the students, emphasis is laid upon the all-round personality development of the students. The institute encourages students to participate in the co-curricular activities, sports and cultural activities as well. The NCC unit of the college is working for developing the potential of the students especially the leadership qualities and encouraging the feelings of mutual co-operation and brotherhood. The NSS unit of the college is also contributing to develop the qualities of selfless service and a sense of duty towards the community and nation in the students. By providing them a platform where they can interact with the students across the state and nation the feeling of national integration and brotherhood is also induced in them.From time to time, the college organizes extension lectures. The college NSS and NCC units help the students to realize the dignity of cleanliness and hygiene. The regular publication of the college magazine ‘Amaranth’ provides opportunity to the students to give expression to their creative skills. 
Academic Innovations
1) For promoting innovations in teaching and learning, the following modern teaching aids are being used in classroom instruction which have created a positive impact on the functioning of the college.

2) Some departments use interactive methods, student seminars and project based methods of learning.

3) In all the departments computers are used by the staff to get additional information. There is UGC network resource center where students can also use of computer and internet.
4) Arrangement of film screening is organized by the department of English which provides learning for students.

5) The college has air conditioned laboratories, seminars room and multi-media hall for research, conference etc. 

6) The smart class rooms have also been established to make the teaching and learning process more interesting and innovative and this technique has increased student’s active participation in the classrooms.

7) There is a counselor in the college who renders counseling to the students to manage stress on academic and personal front.

8) There is an electronic display facility on which notices are displayed and updated on daily basis.

9) A panel of blood donors has been constituted to donate blood to the needy in case of emergency.

10) TheNSS unit of the college organized a fifteen-day Self-Defense Training Camp in collaboration with Chandigarh Police for girl students of the college.  It is worth mentioning that 29 girl students were given training in Marshal Arts.

11) The tutorial sessions are conducted for the students twice a month in which feedback forms duly filled by the students are collected and suggestions on academic activities are discussed and noted. These meetings are held once in every month in which students are guided and encouraged by the teachers. In these meetings, grievances and problems of students are dealt with.

12) Counseling sessions by experts and trips to institution for the blind; deaf and dumb and children with other infirmity. Writers are provided to students with disability, as per university norms for appearing in the September / December House Tests and also the annual examination conducted by Panjab University.

All possible help is provided to such students and they are also allotted class rooms at the ground floor so as to overrule any inconvenience.

Infrastructural Innovations

Infrastructure / Instrumentation- Adequate number of spacious classrooms and well equipped labs, seminar hall with audio-visual facilities, well-furnished multimedia hall, UGC network resource centre, girls’ common room, playgrounds with all possible outdoor sports facilities, indoor games facilities, firefighting facilities and well maintained gardens have been set up in the college.

Use of ICT in teaching learning

ICT-Smart classrooms in the college enable online teaching to the students. The college has aICT enabled Multimedia Centre UGC Network Centre. The college website provides full-fledged materials in PPTs on all the subjects which enable the students to access, download and study independently around the clock. There is a separate committee for promotion of research besides UGC committee and IQAC.

Upgradation of library

A repository of knowledge and information, the college library is spacious and fully computerized with ever increasing holdings, user friendly and comprehensive library services, complete automation of library services and INFLIBNET membership.

Personality Development programme

Personality Development classes are held every year for the students of B.A. III/ B.C.A.III /B.COM. III.Our Personality Development Program is one of its kind aiming at fine tuning the students into confident communicators, well groomed professionals and responsible citizens of the society.

Innovationsto promote institutional social responsibilities among staff and students

To promote institutional social responsibilities and community outreach programme and also to inculcate the spirit of unity, integrity, oneness, co-operation and dignity of labour, various societies have been formed in the college. The details of these societies are as follows:

Literary Societies ‘Vangmaya’:

The literary societyof the college organizes various functions for the overall development of the students:

· Shubham Sahni spoke on ‘The New Anti-Rape-Laws-Just or Extremist?’ and Vivek Sangwan spoke on ‘Nothing is Good or Bad, Thinking Makes it so’ at Department of English and Cultural Studies, Panjab University, Chandigarh.

Gender Equity Society ‘Sahasi’:
· An Orientation workshop on Gender Equity was organized. More than 250 students participated in it the students were sensitized on Gender issues. The students were given awareness about the issue of female foeticide, gender discrimination and women empowerment. The students pledged to make sincere efforts towards societal development. The students of Gender Equity Society attended Orientation programme in which the main social issues related to women were highlighted. 
· Workshop on ‘How to Handle Your Mind’ by Art of Living Foundation was held. Mrs. Poonam Maini was the speaker and the students were given lessons on the Mind Concentration and breathing exercises.
· Swami Anupamanand Ji, Secretary, Rama Krishna Mission, Chandigarh delivered a thought provoking and enlightening talk on Moral Values and Stress Management.
· Dr. Shruti Bedi, Associate Professor, UILS- Panjab University, Chandigarh delivered a Talk on ‘Women Rights with Legal Perspective’. 
· An Essay, Slogan Writing and Poster Making competitions on the topics of issues related to women were organized.
Community Hygiene and Sanitation Society ‘Sahodaya’:
A visit to the Government Middle School, Sector-46, Chandigarh was held. Around fifteen volunteers took informal classes in various sections, highlighting the need and importance of personal hygiene.  Accompanied by the teachers, three students of the college Satvinder Singh, Rajesh Kumar and Harnek Singh visited ShriSatyaSai Baba Old Age Home Sector-29, Chandigarh. The anticipation and excitement of the students was shared by the inmates of the homes.The visit was a rewarding and heartwarming experience for both the students and the inmates of the home.

Drug De-addiction and Stress Management Society ‘Nivaaran’:
The society has more than 1200 students. An orientation programme was held for over a month wherepower point presentations and short films were shown. Introduction was given to the volunteers to make them aware of the need to fight the problem of drugs and alcohol abuse. Poster/Collage Making Competition on “Drug Abuse” was held by the society. The students wrote and enacted a “Nukkar Natak” on the problems of drug abuse amongst the youth.

Pamphlets and Meeting Cards of Narcotics Anonymous and Alcoholic Anonymous were distributed to active volunteers to disperse in their vicinity to needy and problematic people to deal with their addictions. A Public Information Meet was organized for the entire college with the help of Alcoholics Anonymous and Al-Anon Chandigarh to spread the message of a drug free environment. The society undertook many programmes to work towards distribution of pamphlets on de-addiction supplied by self-help groups. Students were taken to Carmel Convent School, Sector-9, Chandigarh for public information meet of Alcohol Anonymous. The youth were made aware of this dreadful menace so that no one falls a victim to this.

Traffic Awareness and Road Safety Society ‘Vahini’:
The society organized a “Wear Helmet” Campaign.  A Poster Making and Slogan Writing Competitions were also held.  An exhibition on Road Safety Rules was organized in collaboration with Chandigarh Traffic Police, Sector-23, Chandigarh (Park).

More than 30 girl students of the college participated in a rally organized by UT Traffic Police, namely ‘Women two-wheeler Safety Helmet Rally’. Mr. Jaswinder Singh, DSP (Traffic) informed students about the road safety rules. Videos on the causes of accidents were also screened. The society held a rally on spread of awareness about wearing helmets and seat belts while driving their vehicles among the people. Volunteers of the society visited Children Traffic Park also. 

Best from the Waste Society ‘Punarnava’:
Around 50 students participated in a ‘Paper Collage Workshop’ on the theme ‘Landscape’. A Flower Making and a workshop on ‘Using Papier Mache’ was held in which waste newspapers were used and transformed into pots, wall hangings and masks etc. Another workshop was organized in which students participated in various events like knitting, clay modeling, pakhi making, mehndi, rangoli, collage making and poster making .The students of this society also participated in the Crafts of Zonal Youth Festival and in Chandigarh Carnival on the theme “100 years of Indian Cinema”  held at Leisure Valley, Sector-10, Chandigarh.

AIDS Awareness and Health Society ‘Nivaaran’
In the month of August, a ‘Red Ribbon Club’ was formed and a talk on AIDS awareness was held. An Essay Writing Competition and a photo exhibition, Poster Making, Paper Reading and Quiz competitions were also organized. A rally on AIDS awareness in adopted villages was taken and a talk on healthy dietary habits was organized. Pamphlets regarding AIDS awareness were distributed in the nearby areas.  Another rally was held at Ram Darbar for the volunteers to spread AIDS awareness.  The society organized an AIDS Awareness Rally at RamDurbar, an interactive session was organized where Prof. Gaurav Gaur awakened the students about the hazards of AIDS and preventive methods. A rally was also organized at Sector-17 plaza in collaboration with the State AIDS Control Society, Chandigarh. The students also performed nukkad nataks, distributed pamphlets and raised high slogans to emphasize zero aids death and zero HIV infection. On eve of World AIDS Day, a candle march was organized in the college vicinity and slogan writing, poster making, essay writing and paper reading contests were held

 Environment Awareness Society ‘Dharini’
‘World Environment Day’ was celebrated by planting saplings in the college campus. The Environment Awareness Society, ‘Dharini’ organized tree plantation and a cleanliness drive was also held. 100 saplings were planted on the account of monsoon season in the college campus. About 150 students participated in the Environment Awareness Rally. An Ozone Awareness Rally of about 120 students was also held. The students raised slogans on environment conservation and protection as well.The department of History in collaboration with Environment Society organized a talk on "Tourism and Protection of Water" and Environment Conservation.

The students have been provided the Self employment opportunities and it has become a source of income for them.EDP course material containing all the recipes and information regarding setting up of factory, procurement of raw material, packaging and marketing of final product was provided to the participants. The students were provided EDP Training Certificates issued by Directorate of Industries Chandigarh Administration. Some of the trainees desired to set up their own units after finishing their studies and assignments and were ensured of all assistance to make their ventures successful.

The programme was organized four days’ workshop on fruit and vegetable processing  two times  by  Department of Economics, Advertising & Sales Department and Girls Welfare Committee  in collaboration with Agro Processing Entrepreneurship Development Centre,353 Industrial Area Phase II, Chandigarh  under the sponsorship of The Directorate of Industries Chandigarh Administration.

2. Job Fest: 
The aim of the Job Fest was to allow organizations to meet potential employees in an informal setting, conduct company research, explore numerous career opportunities and make personal contacts that can lead to a job. The focus of the programme was to share information between organizations and job seeking students. It aimed at being an effective way to explore career opportunities within a variety of companies on the college campus at the entry level.

Press correspondents from the leading newspapers are invited to give them complete information regarding the registration timings, venue and companies participating in the Job Fest. The Principals of the participating colleges and Placement in-charges attend the Press conference.

Evidence of Success: The students that most impressed the company professionals were those who demonstrated a familiarity with the organization, had intelligent questions to ask and had thought about the way they might fit into the organization. Thus, 10-70 students were placed.

Problems Encountered and Resources Required: The challenging issues in organizing the event were publicity, mobilization of employees and job seekers , coordination and control of the event More so, some of the students lacked focus and did not know what type of position to look for. There was lack of knowledge and enthusiasm amongst the students for a few companies.

Strengths - The department is well equipped with skilled teachers who have expertise, training and decades of experience in Indian Classical and Semi Classical music including, Khayal Gyaki, Tappa, Thumri, Dadra, and Sufi Music. The department has gained a lot of popularity that attracts students from distant cities of Panjab, Haryana and Himachal (Amritsar, Hisar, Sirsa and many more). Most of these students have gained various titles and prizes at State and National level competitions like Youth Festival and have been a part of reality shows like SAREGAMAPA, VOICE OF PANJAB. Furthermore, they are involved in playback singing for Punjabi and Bollywood films. The supporting staff in the department is efficient and hard working.

Weaknesses: Students at times, take the classical compositions taught and handed over to them by their teachers, for granted and do not respect these age old compositions. They need more exposure in terms of stage performance, stage presence and learning microphone usage related skills apart from the coursework.

Opportunities: The Music Department cooperates with the students by providing them good quality training so that they can take up career in music professionally, either as a vocal trainer or a professional artist. They may also be pushed for job opportunities in TV and Radio related performances. During Graduation students are made aware of the competition and challenges in the subject by incorporating a combination of Riyaaz and theoretical library studying. In order to adopt lectureship as a profession, students are guided for UGC NET preparation.

Challenges: Keeping in view the impact of globalization and modernization, maintaining the tradition of classical music is a challenge for both the students and the teaching faculty nowadays. Commercialization is a big threat to traditional music. The present generation wants to be famous and singing celebrities, within a few months without doing any hard work that the subject actually requires. Secondly, the traditional Guru Shishya Parampara needs to be protected. It’s fading away due to lack of patience. Only this tradition can save the rich musical background.

Besides, the creative abilities of the students are vigorously encouraged by providing full coverage to their own ideas in Newsletters and College Magazine-‘Amranth’

10. It will be appreciated if more members of different faculties undertake research work not only through pursuing Ph.D. programmes, but through publication of papers in research journals and also by making applications to UGC, DST, DBT,CSIR and other funding agencies for minor and major research projects to give the college much needed research oriented environment.

Besides UGC Committee, promotion of research committee coordinates, and supports and encourages research projects, publication of research papers in Journals etc.  

Department of Commerce has applied for research centre and approval is awaited from the PanjabUniversity, Chandigarh.  More than 30 papers have been published in International Journals and 123 in national journals.  41 books have been published by the faculty with ISBN number and 9 without ISBN number. 

3 Minor research projects and 1 Major research project has been completed, 1 Major research project is in progress.  3 Minor research projects and 2 Major research projects have been submitted to the UGC.  

11. In the course of interaction with the various stakeholders particularly parents and alumni it was brought out that more transparent system of attendance be evolved to ensure effective parents satisfaction. Similarly, some parents emphasized on the need for development of confidence-building measures like development of communication skills

For parent’s satisfaction, parent-teacher meets are organized to apprise them of their ward’s attendace and other aspects, parents of students with low attendance are telephonically informed about the same. Attendance, marks obtained in house examinations and assessment is uploaded on the campus solutions.

For development of communication skills, Personality Development classes are held every year for the students of B.A. III/ B.C.A.III /B.COM. III.Our Personality Development Program is one of its kind aiming at fine tuning the students into confident communicators, well groomed professionals and responsible citizens of the society.

12.Urgent attention be given to provide more separate toilet for girls.

The college provides a facility of Girls’ Common Room with attached washroom exclusively for the girl students of the college. In addition to this, the girls   can also avail the facility of the washroom situated in the Library and basement of the college.

13. Possibility of appointment of a Principal on regular basis should be looked into at the earliest.

14. An early action be taken to meet the shortage of classrooms.

The college has 32 classrooms comprising of 20 lecture theatres & 12 smart classrooms including labs. The Time-Table is prepared in such a way that the classes are held in the classrooms.

15. During interaction with the students it was brought that at times girl students are subjected to teasing by outside elements. Effective steps be taken to check this menace.

Anti-Sexual Harassment committee headed by Female Faculty is formed at the beginning of the session to ensure that girls of the college are given a safer environment to study. To deal and resolve the issues pertaining to sexual harassment, the institution has provided a box where the students can put their complaints, if any.  Representatives from teaching, Non-Teaching and Students Community are part of the Committee. Besides The Gender Equity Society, Dean Girls Welfare also looks after this aspect. Discipline Committee also plays proactive role in checking such incidents. Till date no serious incident of such offence has been reported in the college. Minor complaints were dealt with by counseling the students. Proctorial duties are performed by members of the staff in every period. Regular meeting of girls is held by Incharge Girls Welfare. PCR vans are deployed on the college campus.

This also
includes two programmes i.e. BCA and BBA being run on self-financing
pattern. BBA has been discontinued from the present academic session. In
addition, the college runs one Vocational Course i.e. Advertising and Sales
Promotion, initially sponsored b}; U.G.C. and now being run under self-
financing scheme. With 1808 students at Undergraduate level and 57
students at Postgraduate level, the college has faculty strength of 53
permanent teachers, 10 as Guest faculty and one part-time Lecturer. The
supporting staff consists of 51 including technical, administrative and Class-

IV employees.




[image: image9.jpg]The College is affiliated to Panjab University, Chandigarh and was
recognized under 2(f) & 12(b) of UGC Act and eligible for grants from

various government agencies.

The college volunteered for assessment and accreditation by NAAC
and submitted Self-Study Report in December 2003. A Peer Team consisting
of Prof. K.L. Johar, Former Vice-Chancellor, G.J.U., Hisar as Chairman,
Prof. P.C. Sharma, Former Director and Head, MONIRBA, University of
Allahabad as Member and Prof. (Mrs.) Shashi Rai — Principal, Sarojini
Naidu Govt. Girls P.G. College, Bhopal as Member Coordinator visited the
College on August 30 & 31, 2004. After careful analysis of the Self-Study
report, examination of various documents and interaction with various
components of the College, the Peer Team made an intensive round of the
various departments and support services like Library, Canteen,
Playgrounds, NCC, NSS, Hostel, Boy’s & Girl’s Common Rooms etc. The
team had very fruitful interactive session with the students, Alumni
Association and members of the staff. Discussion with the Principal, Vice-

Principal and DPI Colleges was rewarding.

SECTION —I1: Criterion-wise Analysis

Criterion — It Curricular Aspects

The college has little choice but to follow the syllabus prescribed by
the Panjab University, Chandigarh as it is an affiliated college. However,
many senior members of staff in yarious departments are associated with
decision-making bodies of University like Board of Studies and Academic
Council and express their point of view. The syllabus is generally updated
after. a period of three years. The cpllege is running conventional
programimes like B.A. and B.Com. However, it is commendable that it is
slowly but surely introducing professional subjects like BCA, Advertising &
Sales Promotion and Business Administration. Thus, it is a fine blend of

tradition and modernity.

[image: image11.jpg]Education, Professional Training, Employment, Social Awareness and
equal Opportunities for all constitute the hallmark of the college policies and
programmes. Poor students are helped through remedial courses. Efforts are
made to improve communication skills and personality development. Special
assistance is provided to the students of reserved categories to facilitate their

upward social mobility.

During the last three years, the college has introduced M. Com., BBA
and BCA and a vocational course in Advertising & Sales Promotion. During
interaction with the DPI Colleges, UT Administration, it became known that
the college is planning to introduce M.Sc. [T and M.A. Psychology in the
near future. The Peer Team feels that the college will do well by picking up

more UGC sponsored programmes under the vocational stream.

Criterion — I1: Teaching, Learning and Evaluation

The process of admission is absolutely transparent. Students are
admitted on the basis of their academic record in the qualifying examination.
Interviews are held to judge aptitude of the “students. In the streams of
Music, Psychology, Geography and Maths, they have to take tests in order to
Jjudge their ability, aptitude and skills.

Common prospectus for all the four colleges being run under the
administrative control of UT Administration is brought out clearly spelling
out various guidelines, rules & regulations, availability of seats in each

programme as also fee structure.




[image: image12.jpg]The syllabus is properly unitized. The teaching schedule is not only
fixed but monitored. Two house tests i.e. in September and December,
attendance etc. not only determiné the progress being made by the students
but also help the teachers in awarding sessionals. The chalk and talk method
is supplemented by group discussions, case studies, Audio-Video Aids,

OHP, LCD Projector and Computer based learning processes.

The college can manage 160 teaching days in a year. Every teacher is
allotted a work-load of 24 periods (45 minutes duration each period) per
week. 75% of the total work-load is carried out by permanent teachers and
the remaining by temporary and guest faculty. Methods of evaluation are
not only brought out in the prospectus but also in the interactive sessions
with the students right in the beginning of the session. Various types of
competitions including Talent Hunt, Quiz and declamation contests are
organized. Various clubs and societies organize different types of colourful

programmes to keep the college life gay and happy.

Teachers " are recruited mainly through Union Public  Service
Commission. But in order that the studies do not suffer, some teachers are
appointed on contract basis by a committee headed by DPI Colleges,
Chandigarh Administration. It was noted that five members of the teaching
staff participated in National level seminars, while one served as a Resource
person during the last three years. It will be appreciated if the teachers are

encouraged to participate in more & more seminars, conferences and

w

Blood Donation , NCC, NSS, dramatics and host of other activities is

appreciable,

However, for an effort towards academic self development, the
college will do well to introduce a Self-Appraisal Proforma for the faculty
on annual basis. The College is in process of implementing this procedufe.
The teachers may also be provided computer facility department-wise.
While the University results of the college compare favourably with other
affiliated institutions, all out efforts should be made to conform to time-table

of 180 teaching days in the college as stipulated by UGC,

Criterion — III: Research Consultancy and Extension

It is recognized all the world over that research is an essential
component of any educational activity. But since most of the academic
programmes are being run at undergraduate level, research is not receiving
proper recognition. Yet it has been noted with satisfaction that PG students
are encouraged to take up project work, which involves conducting of
surveys. About 10% of the teachers are engaged in the research activity.
There are two full time and three part-time research scholars. During the last

five years, one teacher has been awarded Ph.D. degree.




[image: image14.jpg]It will be appreciated if research orientation is given in a further
impetus. More & More teachers should be encouraged to submit minor and
major projects to UGC and other funding agencies. Efforts should be made
to have a research center on the campus of the College and those holding
Ph.D. degrees should encourage their junior colleagues to register
themselves for Ph.D. Some efforts by Commerce and BCA depanmentg
should be made with banking sector to undertake consultancy work. This
will not only generate funds for the college but also bring about college —

industry linkage.

The Peer Team appreciated the extension wing of the college which is
both vibrant and proactive i.e. NSS & NCC wings.  In addition NSS
volunteers help in organization of Blood Donation camps in, every
September and sometimes in January also. Programmes aimed at eradication
of illiteracy, menace of Aids and over population are also designed towards
community service. NCC has all the three wings i.e. Army, Air-Force and
Navy. The cadets dressed in uniforms presented a bright spectacle. It is
hoped that these wings of NSS and NCC will be further activated with more

incentives,




[image: image15.jpg]Criterion — I'V: Infrastructure & Learning Resources

The college has a sprawling campus spread over an area of 11 acres of
land, a number of classrooms, an Auditorium, a Hostel and laboratories in
the subjects of Psychology, Geography, Fine Arts and Defence Studies. It
has a canteen, parking place, a dispensary, common rooms for boys and lush

green lawns.,

The college library is well stocked with 25600 books and provides
open access to the students. The Journals and periodicals number about 50.
As many as 3634 books have been added during the last two years. It will be
appreciated if more international journals are provided and a section entitled
‘CD Section’ is developed in the library with facility for the students to see
the same and add to their knowledge. Similarly, to keep pace with the times,
library may be networked and internet connectivity provided at the earliest.
DELNET or INFLIBNET connection is desirable for which steps are being
taken. It was noted with satisfaction that internet connectivity through
dedicated leased line has already been sanctioned by the UT Administration.
It needs to be expedited. Provision of reading space in the library is
appreciated. It is also appreciated that an additional block is planned to be
constructed in the college. ‘International Hostel’ has been partly placed at
the disposal of the students. However, it is about 11 K.M. away from the
college and hence the college authorities may think about desirability of the

hostel on the campus as this will meet a long standing desire of the students.

use its premises to conduct various public and competitive examinations.

The college has about 50 computers, primarily for use by Geography,
Psychology, BCA and Commerce (PG) departments. It will be appreciated if
each department is given a computer with ifternet connection and also that
the accounts, examination and establishment sections in the office are

computerized.

Tata Infotech is running a computer center to provide computer
knowledge to the students on reasonable rates. In an interaction with the
students it was brought out that the computer training being provided is not
satisfactory. Since the Peer Team was informed that students joining the
college come from a poor background, it will be desirable if book bank

facility is provided to the poor and the needy.

The college has a full-time Pharmacist to cater to the first-aid needs of
the students and members of the staff. The coliege will do well to encourage
different sports persons a little more and also that parking facility is further

extended.

Every college needs to provide a strong support system to the
students, particularly in a college populated by the students coming
from disadvantaged sections of-the society. At the moment, this is
being done by UT Administration to: SC/ST students through
scholarships. However, meritorious students whether in academicé
or sports need to be helped through creation of special ‘Students
Aid Fund’ though the college is making use of Red Cross Funds to
help the poor. Attention being paid at present needs to be extended
to more students. Alumni Association can be a good source for
such funding. Teacher-Parent association may be activated. A
mechanism should be evolved whereby a periodical contact with
stakeholders is ensured. It will be in the interest of the college to
prepare and maintain a directory of the Alumni and invite them on

various important occasions in the college,

It is appreciated that some of the students who distinguished
themselves in sports, music, academics and extra curricular
activities at the regional and national level are recognized and
awarded. It will provide a further boost to the students activity if

Dean Student Welfare office is strengthened further which will

good ‘Career Counselling Cell’ is the need of the hour through

The college follows Panjab
University, Chandigarh calendar. The system of evaluation is

made clear right at the commencement of the session. The system

as a measure of social security, the college should further evolve a
mechanism through which the poor students are identified and

provided all possible financial help.

Criterion — VI: Organization and Management

It is a matter of great satisfaction that the college is working on the
established principles of participatory ~management and absolute
transparency. It has various welfare schemes like advancing loans as per
government norms to the faculty and the staff. The college has a grievance
redressal cell which needs to be strengthened. The finances are properly
managed and  periodically  audited. It is  suggested that
accounts/fees/examination & admission should be fully computerized in the

interest of all concerned.

The Peer Team noted that the college has an efficient internal
coordinating and monitoring mechanism. It ‘has: set up various committees
which hold periodical meetings with Principal. These committees which
organize various social welfare programmes like Blood Donation,
Cleanliness, Aids Awareness and Literacy drives ete. Tata Infotech and C-
Toss has been engaged to provide training to the faculty and the staff and

make them computer savvy.

Efforts be made to have hostel on the campus
More & more teachers be encouraged to participate in national

level seminars, conferences and workshops in order that they can
update themselves with latest trends in the field of higher

education.

Efforts be made to introduce more job-oriented academic
programmes under UGC sponsored vocational stream.

Participation in sports be increased.

Book bank facilities in the library be introduced for the benefit of
the needy and the poor students.
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Remedial classes be organized more systematically for the poor
students in order the result can further improve quantatively

To improve the University results qualitatively, personal attention
be given to the brilliant students to sharpen their intellect,
knowledge and skills.

It will be appreciated if more members of different faculties
undertake research work not only through pursuing Ph.D.
programmes, but through publication of papers in research journals’
and also by making applications to UGC, DST, DBT, CSIR and
other funding agencies for minor and major research projects to
give the college much needed research oriented environment.

In the course of interaction with the various stakeholders
particularly parents and alumni it was brought out that more
transparent system of attendance be evolved to ensure effective
parents satisfaction.
